SERMON

Matthew 9:35-10:8 Then Jesus went about all the cities and Villagcs,
teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom,
and healing every sickness and every discase among the people. But
when He saw the multicudes, He was moved with compassion for them,
because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd.
Then He said to His disciplcs, “The harvest truly is plcntifu], but the
laborers are few. Therefore pray the Lord of the harvest to send out

laborers into His harvest.”

And when He had called His twelve disciplcs to Him, He gave them
power over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all kinds of
sickness and all kinds of discase. Now the names of the twelve apostles
are these: first, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother; James
the son of Zebedee, and John his brother; Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas

and Matthew the tax collector; James the son of Alphacus, and Lebbacus,
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whose surname was Thaddaeus; Simon the Cananite, and Judas Iscarior,

who also betrayed Him.

These twelve Jesus sent out and commanded them, saying: “Do not go
into the way of the Gentiles, and do not enter a city of the Samaritans. But
go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Isracl. And as you go, preach,
saying, ‘The kingdom of heaven is at hand.” Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers,

raise the dead, cast out demons. Freely you have received, freely give.
