2 Corinthians 5:14-21 For the love of Christ compels us,
because we judge thus: that if One died for all, then all
died; 15 and He died for all, that those who live should
live no 10nger for themselves, but for Him who died for
them and rose again. 16 Therefore, from now on, we regard
no one according to the flesh. Even though we have known
Christ according to the flesh, yet now we know Him thus
no longer. 17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new
creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things
have become new. 18 Now all things are of God, who has
reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has
given us the ministry of reconciliation, 19 that is, that
God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself,
not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed

to us the word of reconciliation. 20 Now then, we are



ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading
through us: we implore you on Christ’s behalf, be
reconciled to God. 21 For He made Him who knew
no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the

righteousness of God in Him.

SERMON

Ezekiel 2:1-33 And He said to me, “Son of man, stand
on your feet, and I will speak to you.” 2 Then the Spirit
entered me when He spoke to me, and set me on my feet;
and I heard Him who spoke to me. 3 And He said to me:
“Son of man, [ am sending you to the children of Israel,
to a rebellious nation that has rebelled against Me; they
and their fachers have transgressed against Me to this very
day. 4 “For they are impudent and stubborn children. 1
am sending you to them, and you shall say to them, Thus
says the Lord GOD." 5 “As for them, whether they hear or
whether they refuse-- for they are a rebellious house-- yet
they will know that a prophet has been among them. 6
“And you, son of man, do not be afraid of them nor be
afraid of their words, though briers and thorns are with
you and you dwell among scorpions; do not be afraid of
their words or dismayed by their looks, though they are
a rebellious house.
