1 Corinthians 3:11-20   11 For no other foundation can any-
one lay than that which is laid, which is Jesus Christ.  12 
Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver, 
precious stones, wood, hay, straw,  13 each one's work will 
become clear; for the Day will declare it, because it will be 
revealed by fire; and the fire will test each one's work, of 
what sort it is.  14 If anyone's work which he has built on it 
endures, he will receive a reward.  15 If anyone's work is 
burned, he will suffer loss; but he himself will be saved, 
yet so as through fire.  16 Do you not know that you are the 
temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?  17 
If anyone defiles the temple of God, God will destroy him. 
For the temple of God is holy, which temple you are.  18 Let 
no one deceive himself. If anyone among you seems to be 
wise in this age, let him become a fool that he may be-
come wise.  19 For the wisdom of this world is foolishness 
with God. For it is written, "He catches the wise in their 
own craftiness";  20 and again, "The LORD knows the 
thoughts of the wise, that they are futile."

Luke 19:12-27   12 Therefore He said: "A certain nobleman 
went into a far country to receive for himself a kingdom 
and to return.  13 "So he called ten of his servants, delivered 
to them ten minas, and said to them,`Do business till I 
come.'  14 "But his citizens hated him, and sent a delegation 
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after him, saying,`We will not have this man to reign over 
us.'  15 "And so it was that when he returned, having re-
ceived the kingdom, he then commanded these servants, 
to whom he had given the money, to be called to him, that 
he might know how much every man had gained by trad-
ing.  16 "Then came the first, saying,`Master, your mina has 
earned ten minas.'  17 "And he said to him,`Well done, good 
servant; because you were faithful in a very little, have au-
thority over ten cities.'  18 "And the second came, say-
ing,`Master, your mina has earned five minas.'  19 "Likewise 
he said to him,`You also be over five cities.'  20 "Then an-
other came, saying,`Master, here is your mina, which I 
have kept put away in a handkerchief.  21 `For I feared you, 
because you are an austere man. You collect what you did 
not deposit, and reap what you did not sow.'  22 "And he 
said to him,`Out of your own mouth I will judge you, you 
wicked servant. You knew that I was an austere man, col-
lecting what I did not deposit and reaping what I did not 
sow.  23 `Why then did you not put my money in the bank, 
that at my coming I might have collected it with interest?'  
24 "And he said to those who stood by,`Take the mina from 
him, and give it to him who has ten minas.'  25 ("But they 
said to him,`Master, he has ten minas.')  26 `For I say to you, 
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that to everyone who has will be given; and from him who 
does not have, even what he has will be taken away from 
him.  27 `But bring here those enemies of mine, who did 
not want me to reign over them, and slay them before me.'"  

 

 

The main point of this parable is the gifts of the noble-
man, not the works of the slaves. He gives and his gifts 
bring blessings. Those who despise his gifts receive noth-
ing from him. The greatest of his gifts is Christ.  
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As the prospering hand hath blest, May we give Thee all 
our best. And by deeds of kindly love, for Thy mercies 
grateful prove, Singing thus through all our days, Praise to 
God , immortal praise.
