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p In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
 Holy Spirit. 

 
 

p Beloved of God: let us draw near with a true heart 
and confess our sins to God our Father, asking 
Him, in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to 
grant us forgiveness.  

all Holy and merciful Father, I confess that I am by 
nature sinful and that I have disobeyed you in my 
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thoughts, words, and actions. I have done what is 
evil and failed to do what is good. for this I deserve 
your punishment both now and in eternity. But I 
am truly sorry for my sins, and trusting in my Sav-
ior Jesus Christ, I pray: Lord, have mercy on me, a 
sinner.  

 

 
p God, our heavenly Father, has been merciful to us 

and has given His only Son to be the atoning sacri-
fice for our sins.  Therefore, as a called servant of 
Christ and by His authority, I forgive you all your 
sins in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit.  

 
p In the peace of forgiveness, let us praise the Lord.  
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p The Lord be with you. 
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p Let us pray . . .  Almighty and everlasting God, You 
have given us grace to acknowledge the glory of the 
eternal Trinity by the confession of a true faith and 
to worship the Unity in the power of the Divine 
Majesty. Keep us steadfast in this faith and defend 
us from all adversities; for You, O Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit, live and reign, one God, now and for-
ever.  

 

Acts 2:22-31 22 "Men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of 
Nazareth, a Man attested by God to you by miracles, won-
ders, and signs which God did through Him in your 
midst, as you yourselves also know--  23 "Him, being deliv-
ered by the determined purpose and foreknowledge of 
God, you have taken by lawless hands, have crucified, and 
put to death;  24 "whom God raised up, having loosed the 
pains of death, because it was not possible that He should 
be held by it.  25 "For David says concerning Him:`I foresaw 
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the LORD always before my face, For He is at my right 
hand, that I may not be shaken.  26 Therefore my heart re-
joiced, and my tongue was glad; Moreover my flesh also 
will rest in hope.  27 For You will not leave my soul in 
Hades, Nor will You allow Your Holy One to see corrup-
tion.  28 You have made known to me the ways of life; You 
will make me full of joy in Your presence.'  29 "Men and 
brethren, let me speak freely to you of the patriarch David, 
that he is both dead and buried, and his tomb is with us 
to this day.  30 "Therefore, being a prophet, and knowing 
that God had sworn with an oath to him that of the fruit 
of his body, according to the flesh, He would raise up the 
Christ to sit on his throne,  31 "he, foreseeing this, spoke 
concerning the resurrection of the Christ, that His soul 
was not left in Hades, nor did His flesh see corruption. 

 

John 8:48-59 48 Then the Jews answered and said to Him, 
"Do we not say rightly that You are a Samaritan and have 
a demon?"  49 Jesus answered, "I do not have a demon; but 
I honor My Father, and you dishonor Me.  50 "And I do not 
seek My own glory; there is One who seeks and judges.  51 
"Most assuredly, I say to you, if anyone keeps My word he 
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shall never see death."  52 Then the Jews said to Him, "Now 
we know that You have a demon! Abraham is dead, and 
the prophets; and You say,`If anyone keeps My word he 
shall never taste death.'  53 "Are You greater than our father 
Abraham, who is dead? And the prophets are dead. Whom 
do You make Yourself out to be?"  54 Jesus answered, "If I 
honor Myself, My honor is nothing. It is My Father who 
honors Me, of whom you say that He is your God.  55 "Yet 
you have not known Him, but I know Him. And if I say,`I 
do not know Him,' I shall be a liar like you; but I do know 
Him and keep His word.  56 "Your father Abraham rejoiced 
to see My day, and he saw it and was glad."  57 Then the 
Jews said to Him, "You are not yet fifty years old, and have 
You seen Abraham?"  58 Jesus said to them, "Most assured-
ly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I AM."  59 Then they 
took up stones to throw at Him; but Jesus hid Himself 
and went out of the temple, going through the midst of 
them, and so passed by. 

 

p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and 
 keep it! 
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Note: In this context the word catholic means universal. Thus when we talk about the 
catholic faith we mean the one and only true faith which God has given to us in His word. 

P Whoever desires to be saved must, above all, hold 
the catholic faith.  

C Whoever does not keep it whole and undefiled will 
without doubt perish eternally.  

P And the catholic faith is this, that we worship one 
God in trinity and Trinity in unity, neither confusing the 
persons nor dividing the substance.  

C For the Father is one person, the Son is another, 
and the Holy Spirit is another.  

P But the Godhead of the Father and of the Son and 
of the Holy Spirit is one: the glory equal, the majesty coe-
ternal.  

C Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such is 
the Holy Spirit:  
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P the Father uncreated, the Son uncreated, the Holy 
Spirit uncreated; the Father infinite, the Son infinite, the 
Holy Spirit infinite;  

C the Father eternal, the Son eternal, the Holy Spirit 
eternal.  

P And yet there are not three Eternals, but one Eter-
nal, just as there are not three Uncreated or three Infin-
ites,  

C but one Uncreated and one Infinite.  

P In the same way, the Father is almighty, the Son al-
mighty, the Holy Spirit almighty;  

C and yet there are not three Almighties but one Al-
mighty.  Amen 

 

Psalm 8:1-9 O LORD, our Lord, How excellent is Your 
name in all the earth, Who have set Your glory above the 
heavens!  2 Out of the mouth of babes and nursing infants 
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You have ordained strength, Because of Your enemies, 
That You may silence the enemy and the avenger.  3 When 
I consider Your heavens, the work of Your fingers, The 
moon and the stars, which You have ordained,  4 What is 
man that You are mindful of him, And the son of man 
that You visit him?  5 For You have made him a little lower 
than the angels, And You have crowned him with glory 
and honor.  6 You have made him to have dominion over 
the works of Your hands; You have put all things under his 
feet,  7 All sheep and oxen-- Even the beasts of the field,  8 
The birds of the air, And the fish of the sea That pass 
through the paths of the seas.
