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THE WORD

Proverbs 8:1-31 1 Does not wisdom cry out, And under-
standing lift up her voice? 2 She takes her stand on the top
of the high hill, Beside the way, where the paths meet. 3
She cries out by the gates, at the entry of the city, At the
entrance of the doors: 4 “To you, O men, I call, And my
voice is to the sons of men. 22 “The LORD possessed
me at the beginning of His way, Before His works of old.
23 I have been established from everlasting, From the
beginning, before there was ever an earth. 24 When there
were no depths I was brought forth, When there were no
fountains abounding with water. 25 Before the mountains
were settled, Before the hills, I was brought forth; 26
While as yet He had not made the earth or the fields, Or
the primeval dust of the world. 27 When He prepared the
heavens, I was there, When He drew a circle on the face of
the deep, 28 When He established the clouds above, When
He strengthened the fountains of the deep, 29 When He
assigned to the sea its limit, So that the waters would
not transgress His command, When He marked out the

foundations of the earth, 30 Then I was beside Him as a



master craftsman; And [ was daﬂy His de]ight, Rejoicing
always before Him, 31 Rejoicing in His inhabited world,

And my delight was with the sons of men.

Acts 2:22-36 22 “Men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of
Nazareth, a Man attested by God to you by miracles,
wonders, and signs which God did through Him in your
midst, as you yourselves also know-- 23 “Him, being
delivered by the determined purpose and foreknowledge
of God, you have taken by lawless hands, have crucified,
and put to death; 24 “whom God raised up, having loosed
the pains of death, because it was not possible that He
should be held by it. 25 “For David says concerning Him:'l
foresaw the LORD always before my face, For He is at
my right hand, that [ may not be shaken. 26 Therefore
my heart rejoiced, and my tongue was glad; Moreover my
flesh also will rest in hope. 27 For You will not leave my
soul in Hades, Nor will You allow Your Holy One to see
corruption. 28 You have made known to me the ways of
life; You will make me full of joy in Your presence.” 29
“Men and brethren, let me speak freely to you of the
patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and

his tomb is with us to this day. 30 “Therefore, being a



prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath
to him that of the fruit of his body, according to the flesh,
He would raise up the Christ to sit on his throne, 31 “he,
foreseeing this, spoke concerning the resurrection of the
Christ, that His soul was not left in Hades, nor did His
flesh see corruption. 32 “This Jesus God has raised up, of
which we are all witnesses. 33 “Therefore being exalted to
the right hand of God, and having received from the Father
the promise of the Holy Spirit, He poured out this which
you now see and hear. 34 “For David did not ascend into
the heavens, but he says himself: The LORD said to my
Lord, “Sit at My right hand, 35 Till I make Your enemies
Your footstool.” 36 “Therefore let all the house of Tsrael
know assuredly that God has made this Jesus, whom you
crucified, both Lord and Christ.”

P Blessed are they who hear the
Word of God and keep it!
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ATHANASIAN CREED — PART ONE

Note: In this context the word catholic means universal. Thus when we talk
about the catholic faith we mean the one and only true faich which God has given

to us in His word.

P Whoever desires to be saved must, above all, hold

the catholic faich.

C Whoever does not keep it whole and undefiled

will without doubt perish eternally.

P And the catholic faith is this, that we worship
one God in trinity and Trinity in unity, neither

confusing the persons nor dividing the substance.

C For the Father is one person, the Son is another,

and the Holy Spirit is another.

P But the Godhead of the Father and of the Son and
of the Holy Spirit is one: the glory equal, the majesty

coeternal.
C Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such
is the Holy Spirit:
P the Father uncreated, the Son uncreated, the Holy

Spirit uncreated; the Father infinite, the Son

infinite, the Holy Spirit infinite;

C the Father eternal, the Son eternal,

the Holy Spirit eternal.

P And yet there are not three Eternals, but
one Eternal, just as there are not three

Uncreated or three Infinites,
C but one Uncreated and one Infinite.

In the same way, the Father is almighty,

the Son almighty, the Holy Spirit almighty;

C and yet there are not three Almighties

but one Almighty. Amen

Hymn 245 — God Loved the World So That He Gave
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SERMON

John 8:48-59 Then the Jews answered and said to Him,
“Do we not say rightly that You are a Samaritan and have a
demon?” 49 Jesus answered, “I do not have a demon; but [
honor My Father, and you dishonor Me. 50 “And I do not
seck My own glory; there is One who secks and judges. 51
“Most assuredly, I say to you, if anyone keeps My word he
shall never see death.” 52 Then the Jews said to Him, “Now
we know that You have a demon! Abraham is dead, and
the prophets; and You say,'If anyone keeps My word he
shall never taste death.” 53 “Are You greater than our father
Abraham, who is dead? And the prophets are dead. Whom
do You make Yourself out to be?” 54 Jesus answered, “If 1
honor Myself, My honor is nothing. It is My Father who
honors Me, of whom you say that He is your God. 55
“Yet you have not known Him, but I know Him. And if I
say, I do not know Him,’ I shall be a liar like you; but I do
know Him and keep His word. 56 “Your father Abraham
rejoiced to see My day, and he saw it and was glad.” 57
Then the Jews said to Him, “You are not yet fifty years old,

and have You seen Abraham?” 58 Jesus said to them, “Most

assuredly, I say to you, before Abraham was, T AM.” 59
Then they took up stones to throw at Him; but Jesus hid
Himself and went out of the temple, going through the

midst of them, and so passed by.

THE ONLY NAME OF SALVATION

When we deny the trinity we deny the only name by
which we can be saved. The Jews resorted to name calling
rather than acknowledge the truth of who Jesus was.
Abraham knew that name and rejoiced in the salvation it
offered. The Father glorifies the Son so that through Him

we might have salvation.

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ATHANASIAN CREED

Whoever desires to be saved must,

above all, hold the catholic faith.

Whoever does not keep it whole and
undefiled will without doubt perish

cternally.

And the catholic faith is this, that

we Worship one God in trinity and
Trinity in unity, neither confusing
the persons nor dividing the

substance.

For the Father is one person, the Son
is another, and the Holy Spirit is

another.

But the Godhead of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit is
one: the glory equal, the majesty

coeternal.

Such as the Father is, such is the
Son, and such is the Holy Spirit: the
Father uncreated, the Son uncreated,
the Holy Spirit uncreated; the
Father infinite, the Son infinite, the
Holy Spirit infinite; the Father
cternal, the Son eternal, the Holy

Spirit eternal.

And yet there are not three Eternals,
but one Eternal, just as there are not
three Uncreated or three Infinites,

but one Uncreated and one Infinite.

In the same way, the Father is
almighty, the Son almighty, the Holy
Spirit almighty; and yet there are
not three Almighties but one

Almighty.

So the Father is God, the Son is
God, the Holy Spirit is God; and yet
there are not three Gods, but one
God.

So the Father is Lord, the Son is
Lord, the Holy Spirit is Lord; and
yet there are not three Lords, but

one Lord.

Just as we are compelled by the
Christian truth to acknowledge each
istinct person as God and Lord, so

also are we prohibited by the
catholic religion to say that there are
three Gods or Lords.

The Father is not made nor created

nor begotten by anyone.

The Son is neither made nor created,

but begotten of the Father alone.

The Holy Spirit is of the Father and
of the Son, neither made nor created

nor begotten but proceeding.

Thus, there is one Father, not three
Fathers; one Son, not three Sons;
one Holy Spirit, not three Holy
Spirits.



And in this Trinity none is before or
after another; none is greater or less
than another; but the whole three
persons are coeternal with each
other so that in all things, as has
been stated above, the Trinity in
Unity and Unity in Trinity is to be
worshiped.

Therefore, whoever desires to be
saved must think thus about the

Trinity.

But it is also necessary for
everlasting salvation that one
faichfully believe the incarnation of

our Lord Jesus Christ.

Therefore, it is the right faith that
we believe and confess that our Lord
Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is at

the same time both God and man.

He is God, begotten from the
substance of the Father before all
ages; and He is man, born from the
substance of His mother in this age:
perfect God and perfect man,
composed of a rational soul and
human flesh; equal to the Father
with respect to His divinity, less
than the Father with respect to His

humanity.

Although He is God and man, He is
not two, but one Christ: one,
however, not by the conversion of
the divinity into flesh but by the
assumption of the humanity into
God; one altogether, not by
confusion of substance, but by unity

of person.

For as the rational soul and flesh is
one man, so God and man is one
Christ, who suffered for our
salvation, descended into hell, rose
again from the dead, ascended into
heaven, and is seated at the right
hand of the Father, from whence He

will come to judge the living and the

dead.

At His coming all people will rise
again with their bodies and give an

account concerning their own deeds.

And those who have done good will
enter into cternal life, and those who

have done evil into eternal fire.

This is the catholic faith; whoever
does not believe it faithfully and

firmly cannot be saved.
