THE WORD

1 Kings 8:57-61 57 "May the LORD our God be with us, 
as He was with our fathers. May He not leave us nor 
forsake us,  58 "that He may incline our hearts to Himself, 
to walk in all His ways, and to keep His commandments 
and His statutes and His judgments, which He 
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commanded our fathers.  59 "And may these words of

Romans 13:1-7 Let every soul be subject to the governing 
authorities.

7 Render therefore to all their due: taxes to whom taxes 
are due, customs to whom customs, fear to whom fear, 
honor to whom honor.
