THE WORD

Jeremiah 23:16-29 Thus says the LORD of hosts: “Do not 
listen to the words of the prophets who prophesy to you. 
They make you worthless; They speak a vision of their 
own heart, Not from the mouth of the LORD. 17 They 
continually say to those who despise Me,`The LORD has 
said, “You shall have peace “’; And to everyone who walks 
according to the dictates of his own heart, they say,`No evil 
shall come upon you.’” 18 For who has stood in the counsel 
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of the LORD, And has perceived and heard His word? Who 
has marked His word and heard it? 19 Behold, a whirlwind 
of the LORD has gone forth in fury-- A violent whirlwind! 
It will fall violently on the head of the wicked. 20 The anger 
of the LORD will not turn back Until He has executed 
and performed the thoughts of His heart. In the latter days 
you will understand it perfectly. 21 “I have not sent these 
prophets, yet they ran. I have not spoken to them, yet they 
prophesied. 22 But if they had stood in My counsel, And 
had caused My people to hear My words, Then they would 
have turned them from their evil way And from the evil of 
their doings. 23 “Am I a God near at hand,” says the LORD, 
“And not a God afar off? 24 Can anyone hide himself in 
secret places, So I shall not see him?” says the LORD; “Do I 
not fill heaven and earth?” says the LORD. 25 “I have heard 
what the prophets have said who prophesy lies in My name, 
saying,`I have dreamed, I have dreamed!’ 26 “How long will 
this be in the heart of the prophets who prophesy lies? 
Indeed they are prophets of the deceit of their own heart, 
27 “who try to make My people forget My name by their 
dreams which everyone tells his neighbor, as their fathers 
forgot My name for Baal. 28 “The prophet who has a dream, 
let him tell a dream; And he who has My word, let him 
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speak My word faithfully. What is the chaff to the wheat?” 
says the LORD. 29 “Is not My word like a fire?” says the 
LORD, “And like a hammer that breaks the rock in pieces?

Luke 12:49-56 “I came to send fire on the earth, and how 
I wish it were already kindled! 50 “But I have a baptism to 
be baptized with, and how distressed I am till it is accom-
plished! 51 “Do you suppose that I came to give peace on 
earth? I tell you, not at all, but rather division. 52 “For from 
now on five in one house will be divided: three against two, 
and two against three. 53 “Father will be divided against 
son and son against father, mother against daughter and 
daughter against mother, mother-in-law against her daugh-
ter-in-law and daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law.” 
54 Then He also said to the multitudes, “Whenever you 
see a cloud rising out of the west, immediately you say,`A 
shower is coming’; and so it is. 55 “And when you see the 
south wind blow, you say,`There will be hot weather’; and 
there is. 56 “Hypocrites! You can discern the face of the sky 
and of the earth, but how is it you do not discern this time?

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SERMON

Colossians 2:16-23 So let no one judge you in food or in 
drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths, 
17 which are a shadow of things to come, but the substance 
is of Christ. 18 Let no one cheat you of your reward, taking 
delight in false humility and worship of angels, intruding 
into those things which he has not seen, vainly puffed up 
by his fleshly mind, 19 and not holding fast to the Head, 
from whom all the body, nourished and knit together by 
joints and ligaments, grows with the increase that is from 
God. 20 Therefore, if you died with Christ from the basic 
principles of the world, why, as though living in the world, 
do you subject yourselves to regulations-- 21 “Do not touch, 
do not taste, do not handle,” 22 which all concern things 
which perish with the using-- according to the command-
ments and doctrines of men? 23 These things indeed have 
an appearance of wisdom in self-imposed religion, false 
humility, and neglect of the body, but are of no value 
against the indulgence of the flesh.

For the meaning is: Since righteousness of the heart is a 
spiritual matter, [creating life in] hearts, and it is evident 
that human traditions do not [create life in] hearts, and are 
not effects of the Holy Ghost, as are love to one's neighbor, 
chastity, etc., and are not instruments through which God 
moves hearts to believe, as are the divinely given Word and 
Sacraments, but are usages with regard to matters that 
pertain in no respect to the heart, which perish with the 
using, we must not believe that they are necessary for 
righteousness before God.
