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Philippians 4:6-20 6 Be anxious for nothing, but in every-
thing by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let 
your requests be made known to God; 7 and the peace of 
God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your 
hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. 8 Finally, breth-
ren, whatever things are true, whatever things are noble, 
whatever things are just, whatever things are pure, what-
ever things are lovely, whatever things are of good report, 
if there is any virtue and if there is anything praiseworthy
--meditate on these things. 9 The things which you 
learned and received and heard and saw in me, these do, 
and the God of peace will be with you.

I am full, having 
received from Epaphroditus the things sent from you, a 
sweet-smelling aroma, an acceptable sacrifice, well pleas-
ing to God. 19 And my God shall supply all your need ac-
cording to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus. 20 Now to 
our God and Father be glory forever and ever. Amen. 

Luke 17: 11-19 11 Now it happened as He went to Jerusalem 
that He passed through the midst of Samaria and Gali-
lee. 12 Then as He entered a certain village, there met Him 
ten men who were lepers, who stood afar off. 13 And they 
lifted up their voices and said, "Jesus, Master, have mercy 
on us!"  14 So when He saw them, He said to them, "Go, 
show yourselves to the priests." And so it was that as they 
went, they were cleansed. 15 And one of them, when he 
saw that he was healed, returned, and with a loud voice

 And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of 
God, begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of God, 
Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten, not made, be-
ing of one substance with the Father, by Whom all things were 
made; Who for us men and for our salvation came down from 
heaven and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the virgin 
Mary and was made man; and was crucified also for us under 
Pontius Pilate.  He suffered and was buried.  And the third 
day He rose again according to the Scriptures and ascended 
into heaven and sits at the right hand of the Father.  And He 
will come again with glory to judge both the living and the 
dead, Whose kingdom will have no end.

11 `He shall 
wave the sheaf before the LORD, to be accepted on your 
behalf; on the day after the Sabbath the priest shall wave 
it.   
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Leviticus 23:15-16 15 `And you shall count for yourselves 
from the day after the Sabbath, from the day that you 
brought the sheaf of the wave offering: seven Sabbaths 
shall be completed.  16 `Count fifty days to the day after 
the seventh Sabbath; then you shall offer a new grain of-
fering to the LORD.   

 

 

Leviticus 23:33-36 33 Then the LORD spoke to Moses, say-
ing,  34 "Speak to the children of Israel, saying:`The fif-
teenth day of this seventh month shall be the Feast of Tab-
ernacles for seven days to the LORD.  35 `On the first day 
there shall be a holy convocation. You shall do no custom-
ary work on it.  36 `For seven days you shall offer an offering 
made by fire to the LORD. On the eighth day you shall 
have a holy convocation, and you shall offer an offering 
made by fire to the LORD. It is a sacred assembly, and you 
shall do no customary work on it.

fices of high trust. Keep our government and 
schools upright and strong for the advancement of 
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good citizenship and useful vocations, that we may 
enjoy your gifts of peace, security, and well-being. 

c  Grant your blessings to every nation on earth. 
Where there are wars, may there be peace. Where 
there is hatred, let there be healing. Where there is 
poverty, danger, or disaster, come with your al-
mighty power to help and restore.  

p  We bring these requests before you in the name of 
Jesus our Lord, and ask you to hear us. Take all that 
we have, our bodies and minds, our time and skills, 
our ministries and offerings, and use them to your 
glory.  

c  We give ourselves to you that we may serve you in 
whatever way is pleasing in your sight.
