THE WORD

1 Peter 2:19-25 " For this is commendable, if because of
conscience toward God one endures grief, suffering
wrongfully. ** For what credit is it if, when you are beaten
for your faults, you take it patiently? But when you do
good and suffer, if you take it patiently, this is commend-
able before God. * For to this you were called, because
Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you
should follow His steps: **"Who committed no sin, Nor
was deceit found in His mouth"; » who, when He was re-
viled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did
not threaten, but committed Himself to Him who judges

righteously; * who Himself bore our sins in His own body



on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for
righteousness-- by whose stripes you were healed. » For
you were like sheep going astray, but have now returned

to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls.

John 10:1-9 "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who does not
enter the sheepfold by the door, but climbs up some other
way, the same is a thief and a robber. * "But he who enters
by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. 3"To him the
doorkeeper opens, and the sheep hear his voice; and he
calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. *"And
when he brings out his own sheep, he goes before them;
and the sheep follow him, for they know his voice. 5 "Yet
they will by no means follow a stranger, but will flee from
him, for they do not know the voice of strangers." © Jesus
used this illustration, but they did not understand the
things which He spoke to them. 7 Then Jesus said to them
again, "Most assuredly, I say to you, I am the door of the
sheep. ® "All who ever came before Me are thieves and
robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. 2 'T am the
door. If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved, and will go

in and out and find pasture.
