Deuteronomy 7:6-9 ¢ "For you are a holy people to the
LORD your God; the LORD your God has chosen you to
be a people for Himself, a special treasure above all the
peoples on the face of the earth. 7 "The LORD did not set
His love on you nor choose you because you were more in

number than any other people, for you were the least of



all peoples; ® "but because the LORD loves you, and be-
cause He would keep the oath which He swore to your fa-
thers, the LORD has brought you out with a mighty hand,
and redeemed you from the house of bondage, from the
hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt. ? "Therefore know that
the LORD your God, He is God, the faithful God who
keeps covenant and mercy for a thousand generations

with those who love Him and keep His commandments;

Romans 8:28-39 ** And we know that all things work to-
gether for good to those who love God, to those who are
the called according to His purpose. * For whom He fore-
knew, He also predestined ro be conformed to the image
of His Son, that He might be the firstborn among many
brethren. 3 Moreover whom He predestined, these He
also called; whom He called, these He also justified; and
whom He justified, these He also glorified. 3 What then
shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be
against us? * He who did not spare His own Son, but de-
livered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also
freely give us all things? » Who shall bring a charge

against God's elect? It is God who justifies. 3 Who is he
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who condemns? [t is Christ who died, and furthermore is
also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, who also
makes intercession for us. % Who shall separate us from
the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or perse-
cution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 3 As
it is written: "For Your sake we are killed all day long; We
are accounted as sheep for the slaughter.” ¥ Yet in all
these things we are more than conquerors through Him
who loved us. % For I am persuaded that neither death
nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor
things present nor things to come, * nor height nor
depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to sepa-
rate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our
Lord.

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THE NICENE CREED
