THE WORD

Ephesians 1:3-14 3 Blessed be the God and Father of our

Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual
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blessing in the heavenly places in Christ, *just as He chose
us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we
should be holy and without blame before Him in love, 5
having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ
to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will,
to the praise of the glory of His grace, by which He has
made us accepted in the Beloved.

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SERMON

1 Kings 3:4-15 * Now the king went to Gibeon to sacrifice
there, for that was the great high place: Solomon offered a
thousand burnt offerings on that altar. 5 At Gibeon the
LORD appeared to Solomon in a dream by night; and
God said, "Ask! What shall I give you?" ¢ And Solomon
said: "You have shown great mercy to Your servant David
my father, because he walked before You in truth, in
righteousness, and in uprightness of heart with You; You
have continued this great kindness for him, and You have
given him a son to sit on his throne, as it is this day. 7
"Now, O LORD my God, You have made Your servant
king instead of my father David, but I am a little child; I
do not know how to go out or come in. ®"And Your ser-
vant is in the midst of Your people whom You have cho-
sen, a great people, too numerous to be numbered or
counted. ? "Therefore give to Your servant an understand-
ing heart to judge Your people, that I may discern be-
tween good and evil. For who is able to judge this great
people of Yours?" ™ The speech pleased the Lord, that
Solomon had asked this thing. " Then God said to him:

ter you. ¥ "And [ have also given you what you have not
asked: both riches and honor, so that there shall not be
anyone like you among the kings all your days. "So if
you walk in My ways, to keep My statutes and My com-
mandments, as your father David walked, then I will
lengthen your days."  Then Solomon awoke; and indeed
it had been a dream. And he came to Jerusalem and stood
before the ark of the covenant of the LORD, offered up
burnt offerings, offered peace offerings, and made a feast

for all his servants.
