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16 Then the soldiers led Him away into the hall called Prae-
torium, and they called together the whole garrison.  17 
And they clothed Him with purple; and they twisted a 
crown of thorns, put it on His head,  18 and began to salute 
Him, "Hail, King of the Jews!"  19 Then they struck Him on 
the head with a reed and spat on Him; and bowing the 
knee, they worshiped Him.  20 And when they had mocked 
Him, they took the purple off Him, put His own clothes 
on Him, and led Him out to crucify Him.  21 Then they 
compelled a certain man, Simon a Cyrenian, the father of 
Alexander and Rufus, as he was coming out of the country 
and passing by, to bear His cross.  22 And they brought 
Him to the place Golgotha, which is translated, Place of a 
Skull.  23 Then they gave Him wine mingled with myrrh to 
drink, but He did not take it.  24 And when they crucified 
Him, they divided His garments, casting lots for them to 
determine what every man should take.  25 Now it was the 
third hour, and they crucified Him.  26 And the inscription 
of His accusation was written above: THE KING OF THE 
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JEWS.  27 With Him they also crucified two robbers, one 
on His right and the other on His left.  28 So the Scripture 
was fulfilled which says, "And He was numbered with the 
transgressors."  29 And those who passed by blasphemed 
Him, wagging their heads and saying, "Aha! You who de-
stroy the temple and build it in three days,  30 "save Your-
self, and come down from the cross!"  31 Likewise the chief 
priests also, mocking among themselves with the scribes, 
said, "He saved others; Himself He cannot save.  32 "Let the 
Christ, the King of Israel, descend now from the cross, 
that we may see and believe." Even those who were cruci-
fied with Him reviled Him.

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Matthew 27:15-26  15 Now at the feast the governor was ac-
customed to releasing to the multitude one prisoner 
whom they wished.  16 And at that time they had a notori-
ous prisoner called Barabbas.  17 Therefore, when they had 
gathered together, Pilate said to them, "Whom do you 
want me to release to you? Barabbas, or Jesus who is called 
Christ?"  18 For he knew that they had handed Him over 
because of envy.  19 While he was sitting on the judgment 
seat, his wife sent to him, saying, "Have nothing to do 
with that just Man, for I have suffered many things today 
in a dream because of Him."  20 But the chief priests and 
elders persuaded the multitudes that they should ask for 
Barabbas and destroy Jesus.  21 The governor answered and 
said to them, "Which of the two do you want me to re-
lease to you?" They said, "Barabbas!"  22 Pilate said to them, 
"What then shall I do with Jesus who is called Christ?" 
They all said to him, "Let Him be crucified!"  23 Then the 
governor said, "Why, what evil has He done?" But they 
cried out all the more, saying, "Let Him be crucified!"  24 
When Pilate saw that he could not prevail at all, but ra-
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ther that a tumult was rising, he took water and washed 
his hands before the multitude, saying, "I am innocent of 
the blood of this just Person. You see to it."  25 And all the 
people answered and said, "His blood be on us and on our 
children."  26 Then he released Barabbas to them; and when 
he had scourged Jesus, he delivered Him to be crucified.
