THE WORD

Deuteronomy 8:1-10 “Every commandment which [
command you today you must be careful to observe, that
you may live and multiply, and go in and possess the land
of which the LORD swore to your fathers. 2 “And you
shall remember that the LORD your God led you all the
way these forty years in the wilderness, to humble you and
test you, to know what was in your heart, whether you
would keep His commandments or not. 3 “So He humbled

you, allowed you to hunger, and fed you with manna
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which you did not know nor did your fathers know, that
He might make you know that man shall not live by bread
alone; but man lives by every word that proceeds from the
mouth of the LORD. 4 “Your garments did not wear out
on you, nor did your foot swell these forty years. 5“You
should know in your heart that as a man chastens his son,
so the LORD your God chastens you. 6 “Therefore you
shall keep the commandments of the LORD your God, to
walk in His ways and to fear Him. 7 “For the LORD your
God is bringing you into a good land, a land of brooks of
water, of fountains and springs, that flow out of valleys and
hills; 8 “a land of wheat and barley, of vines and fig trees
and pomegranates, a land of olive oil and honey; 9 “a land
in which you will eat bread without scarcity, in which you
will lack nothing; a land whose stones are iron and out of
whose hills you can dig copper. 10 “When you have eaten
and are full, then you shall bless the LORD your God for
the good land which He has given you.

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peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will

13 [ can do all things through Christ who strengthens
me. 14 Nevertheless you have done well that you shared in
my distress. 15 Now you Philippians know also that in the
beginning of the gospel, when I departed from Macedonia,
no church shared with me concerning giving and receiving

but you only. 16 For even in Thessalonica you sent aid once
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and again for my necessities. 17 Not that [ seek the gift, but
[ seck the fruit that abounds to your account. 18 Indeed 1
have all and abound. I am full, having received from Epaph-
roditus the things sent from you, a sweet-smelling aroma,
an acceptable sacrifice, well pleasing to God. 19 And my
God shall supply all your need according to His riches in
glory by Christ Jesus. 20 Now to our God and Father be

glory forever and ever. Amen.

Luke 17:11-19 Now it happened as He went to Jerusalem
that He passed through the midst of Samaria and Galilee.
12 Then as He entered a certain village, there met Him
ten men who were lepers, who stood afar off. 13 And they
lifted up their voices and said, “Jesus, Master, have mercy
on us!” 14 So when He saw them, He said to them, “Go,
show yourselves to the priests.” And so it was that as they
went, they were cleansed. 15 And one of them, when he
saw that he was healed, returned, and with a loud voice
glorified God, 16 and fell down on his face at His feet,
giving Him thanks.
