And he an-
swered and said, "I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of
God." 3* So he commanded the chariot to stand still. And
both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water,
and he baptized him. % Now when they came up out of
the water, the Spirit of the Lord caught Philip away, so
that the eunuch saw him no more; and he went on his way
rejoicing. * But Philip was found at Azotus. And passing
through, he preached in all the cities till he came to Caes-

area.

Mark 9:14-29 " And when He came to the disciples, He
saw a great multitude around them, and scribes disputing
with them. © Immcdiatc]y, when thcy saw Him, all the
people were greatly amazed, and running to Him, greeted
Him. '® And He asked the scribes, "What are you discuss-
ing with them?" 7 Then one of the crowd answered and
said, "Teacher, I brought You my son, who has a mute spir-
it. ' "And wherever it seizes him, it throws him down; he
foams at the mouth, gnashes his teeth, and becomes rigid.
So I spoke to Your disciples, that they should cast it out,
