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p God, our heavenly Father, has forgiven all your sins. 
By the perfect life and innocent death of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, he has removed your guilt forever. You 
are his own dear child. May God give you strength 
to live according to his will.

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p Let us pray . . .  Almighty eternal God, in the word 
of Your apostles and prophets You have proclaimed 
to us your saving will. Grant us faith to believe 
Your promises that we may receive eternal salva-
tion; through Jesus Christ, Your Son, our Lord, who 
lives and reigns with You and the Holy Spirit, one 
God, now and forever.  

 

Ezekiel 17:22-24 22 Thus says the Lord GOD: "I will take al-
so one of the highest branches of the high cedar and set it 
out. I will crop off from the topmost of its young twigs a 
tender one, and will plant it on a high and prominent 
mountain.  23 "On the mountain height of Israel I will 
plant it; and it will bring forth boughs, and bear fruit, and 
be a majestic cedar. Under it will dwell birds of every sort; 
in the shadow of its branches they will dwell.  24 "And all 
the trees of the field shall know that I, the LORD, have 
brought down the high tree and exalted the low tree,

dried up the green tree and made the dry tree flourish; I, 
the LORD, have spoken and have done it." 

 

Mark 4:26-34 26 And He said, "The kingdom of God is as if 
a man should scatter seed on the ground,  27 "and should 
sleep by night and rise by day, and the seed should sprout 
and grow, he himself does not know how.  28 "For the earth 
yields crops by itself: first the blade, then the head, after 
that the full grain in the head.  29 "But when the grain rip-
ens, immediately he puts in the sickle, because the harvest 
has come."  30 Then He said, "To what shall we liken the 
kingdom of God? Or with what parable shall we picture 
it?  31 "It is like a mustard seed which, when it is sown on 
the ground, is smaller than all the seeds on earth;  32 "but 
when it is sown, it grows up and becomes greater than all 
herbs, and shoots out large branches, so that the birds of 
the air may nest under its shade."  33 And with many such 
parables He spoke the word to them as they were able to 
hear it.  34 But without a parable He did not speak to them. 
And when they were alone, He explained all things to His 
disciples. 
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p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and 
 keep it! 
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Note: In this context the word catholic means universal. Thus when we 
talk about the catholic religion we mean the one and only true religion 
which God has given to us in His word. 

P So the Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy 
Spirit is God;  

C and yet there are not three Gods, but one God.  

P So the Father is Lord, the Son is Lord, the Holy 
Spirit is Lord;  

C and yet there are not three Lords, but one Lord.  

P Just as we are compelled by the Christian truth to 
acknowledge each distinct person as God and Lord, 
so also are we prohibited by the catholic religion to 
say that there are three Gods or Lords.  

C The Father is not made nor created nor begotten 
by anyone.  

P The Son is neither made nor created, but begotten 
of the Father alone.  

C The Holy Spirit is of the Father and of the Son, 
neither made nor created nor begotten but pro-
ceeding.  
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P Thus, there is one Father, not three Fathers; one 
Son, not three Sons; one Holy Spirit, not three Ho-
ly Spirits.  

C And in this Trinity none is before or after another;  

P none is greater or less than another; but the whole 
three persons are coeternal with each other so that 
in all things, as has been stated above, the Trinity in 
Unity and Unity in Trinity is to be worshiped.  

C Therefore, whoever desires to be saved must think 
thus about the Trinity. Amen

10 For we must all appear before the 
judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive the 
things done in the body, according to what he has done, 
whether good or bad. 

 

Those who walk by sight receive only the result of their 
own plans. Those who walk by faith receive the promises 
of God. (worksheet page 26)

We thank our Savior that 
Jyothi has recently been released 
from the hospital and is staying 
with a relative near the hospital. He 
is currently receiving oxygen and 
injections to prevent blood clots. 
With all of this and more, the CLC 
Board of Missions and the KIN-
SHIP Committee have decided to 
provide financial help to assist with 
humanitarian efforts and medical 
bills. Offerings to the KINSHIP 
General Fund will help with this 
effort to help those who are suffer-
ing in Asia at this time. Please re-
member our brethren in your pray-
ers!
