Mark 6:1-13 Then He went out from there and came to His
own country, and His disciples followed Him. * And
when the Sabbath had come, He began to teach in the
synagogue. And many hearing Him were astonished, say-
ing, "Where did this Man ger these things? And what wis-
dom is this which is given to Him, that such mighty works
are performed by His hands! 3 "Is this not the carpenter,
the Son of Mary, and brother of James, Joses, Judas, and
Simon?

off the dust under your feet as a testimony against them.
Assuredly, I say to you, it will be more tolerable for Sod-
om and Gomorrah in the day of judgment than for that
city!" * So they went out and preached that people should
repent. ¥ And they cast out many demons, and anointed

with oil many who were sick, and healed them.
