5 For they had
not understood about the loaves, because their heart was
hardened. » When they had crossed over, they came to
the land of Gennesaret and anchored there.

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villages, cities, or in the country, they laid the sick in the
marketplaces, and begged Him that they might just touch
the hem of His garment.
