7 Therefore do not be un-
wise, but understand what the will of the Lord is. *® And
do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be
filled with the Spirit, * speaking to one another in psalms
and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melo-
dy in your heart to the Lord, * giving thanks always for
all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus

Christ, * submitting to one another in the fear of God.

SERMON

John 6:51-69 5" "I am the living bread which came down
from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will live for-
ever; and the bread that I shall give is My flesh, which I
shall give for the life of the world." 5> The Jews therefore
quarreled among themselves, saying, "How can this Man
give us His flesh to eat?” 3 Then Jesus said to them, "Most
assuredly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son
of Man and drink His blood, you have no life in you.
"Whoever eats My flesh and drinks My blood has eternal

life, and I will raise him up at the lasc day. » "For My flesh
is food indeed, and My blood is drink indeed. 5 "He who
cats My flesh and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in
him. 57 "As the living Father sent Me, and I live because of
the Father, so he who feeds on Me will live because of Me.
5% "This is the bread which came down from heaven-- not
as your fathers ate the manna, and are dead. He who eats
this bread will live forever." * These things He said in the

synagogue as He taught in Capernaum. ® Therefore many

of His disciples, when they heard this, said, "This is a hard
saying; who can understand it?" © When Jesus knew in
Himself that His disciples complained about this, He said
to them, "Does this offend you? © "What then if you
should see the Son of Man ascend where He was before?
"Tt is the Spirit who gives life: the flesh proﬁts nothing.
The words that I speak to you are spirit, and they are life.
® "But there are some of you who do not believe." For Je-
sus knew from the beginning who they were who did not
believe, and who would betray Him.  And He said,
"Therefore I have said to you that no one can come to Me
unless it has been granted to him by My Facher." * From
that time many of His discipies went back and walked

with Him no more. 7 Then Jesus said to the twelve, "Do

you also want to go away?" % Butr Simon Peter answered
Him, "Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of
eternal life. @ "Also we have come to believe and know

that You are the Christ, the Son of the living God."

Jesus Only Has the Words of Life

Many things that Jesus says are not pleasant to hear. Some
times what Jesus asks of us looks like a dark pach. We
might be tempted to look for words that are more to our
liking. But where are we going to go? Jesus alone has the

words that lead to eternal life.
