And he says, "I am not literate."  13 Therefore the Lord said:

And honor Me with their lips, But have removed their 
hearts far from Me, And their fear toward Me is taught by 
the commandment of men,  14 Therefore, behold, I will 
again do a marvelous work Among this people, A marvel-
ous work and a wonder; For the wisdom of their wise men 
shall perish, And the understanding of their prudent men 
shall be hidden."  15 Woe to those who seek deep to hide 
their counsel far from the LORD, And their works are in 
the dark; They say, "Who sees us?" and, "Who knows us?"

Ephesians 5:22-33 NKJ   22 Wives, submit to your own hus-
bands, as to the Lord.  23 For the husband is head of the 
wife, as also Christ is head of the church; and He is the 
Savior of the body.  24 Therefore, just as the church is sub-
ject to Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in 
everything.  25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ 
also loved the church and gave Himself for her,  26 that He 
might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water 
by the word,  27 that He might present her to Himself a 
glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such 
thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.  28 
So husbands ought to love their own wives as their own 
bodies; he who loves his wife loves himself.  29 For no one 
ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, 
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just as the Lord does the church.  30 For we are members of 
His body, of His flesh and of His bones.  31 "For this reason 
a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to 
his wife, and the two shall become one flesh."  32 This is a 
great mystery, but I speak concerning Christ and the 
church.  33 Nevertheless let each one of you in particular so 
love his own wife as himself, and let the wife see that she 
respects her husband.

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Mark 7:1-13 NKJ  Then the Pharisees and some of the 
scribes came together to Him, having come from Jerusa-
lem.  2 Now when they saw some of His disciples eat bread 
with defiled, that is, with unwashed hands, they found 
fault.  3 For the Pharisees and all the Jews do not eat unless 
they wash their hands in a special way, holding the tradi-
tion of the elders.  4 When they come from the marketplace, 
they do not eat unless they wash. And there are many oth-
er things which they have received and hold, like the wash-
ing of cups, pitchers, copper vessels, and couches.  5 Then 
the Pharisees and scribes asked Him, "Why do Your disci-
ples not walk according to the tradition of the elders, but 
eat bread with unwashed hands?"  6 He answered and said 
to them, "Well did Isaiah prophesy of you hypocrites, as it 
is written:`This people honors Me with their lips, But their 
heart is far from Me.  7 And in vain they worship Me, 
Teaching as doctrines the commandments of men.'  8 "For 
laying aside the commandment of God, you hold the tra-
dition of men-- the washing of pitchers and cups, and 
many other such things you do."  9 He said to them, "All 
too well you reject the commandment of God, that you 
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may keep your tradition.  10 "For Moses said,`Honor your 
father and your mother'; and,`He who curses father or 
mother, let him be put to death.'  11 "But you say,`If a man 
says to his father or mother, "Whatever profit you might 
have received from me is Corban "-- '(that is, a gift to God),  
12 "then you no longer let him do anything for his father or 
his mother,  13 "making the word of God of no effect 
through your tradition which you have handed down. And 
many such things you do." 

 

When we spend all our time and energy on irrelevant 
tasks we strip the power of God’s word from our lives.  

When we attempt to make up for our sin with made up 
duties we strip the power of God’s word from our lives. 

Jesus restores the power of God’s word by preaching the 
Gospel and fulfilling the Law 
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all Our Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be Thy 
name, Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on 
earth as it is in heaven.  Give us this day our daily 
bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive 
those who trespass against us; and lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us from evil. For Thine is 
the kingdom and the power and the glory forever 
and ever.

Net income for July was -$2,624 

$7,500 was received in mission offer-
ings in July. 

Our treasurer took a $5000 loan 
from the bank. With the loan our 
general checking account is current-
ly at $5,262.  

Cole is providing LP for the church 
at $1.43. They have also put remote 
sensors on the tanks. 

The costs of photocopies on the 
copier is slightly increased. 

Parts for the organ are on order. 
Fixing the organ will cost about 
$2000. This money is available in the 
organ fund and the undesignated 
specials fund. But will deplete both 
funds.  

The council decided not to move 
forward with the dedicated internet 
line.
