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THE WORD

James 3:1-12 My brethren, let not many of you become
teachers, knowing that we shall receive a stricter judg-
ment. * For we all stumble in many things. If anyone does
not stumble in word, he is a perfect man, able also to bri-
dle the whole body. 3 Indeed, we put bits in horses’
mouths that they may obey us, and we turn their whole
body. *Look also at ships: although they are so large and
are driven by fierce winds, they are turned by a very small
rudder wherever the pilot desires. 5 Even so the tongue is
a lictle member and boasts great things. See how great a
forest a little fire kindles! © And the tongue is a fire, a
world of iniquity. The tongue is so set among our mem-
bers that it defiles the whole body, and sets on fire the
course of nature; and it is set on fire by hell. 7 For every
kind of beast and bird, of reptile and creature of the sea, is
tamed and has been tamed by mankind. ® But no man can
tame the tongue. It is an unruly evil, full of deadly poison.
9 With it we bless our God and Father, and with it we
curse men, who have been made in the similitude of God.

© Out of the same mouth proceed blessing and cursing.
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My brethren, these things ought not to be so. * Does a
spring send forth fresh water and bitter from the same
opening? " Can a fig tree, my brethren, bear olives, or a

grapevine bear figs? Thus no spring yields both salt water

and fresh.

Mark 9:14-29 " And when He came to the disciples, He
saw a great multitude around them, and scribes disputing
with them. © Immediately, when they saw Him, all the
people were greatly amazed, and running to Him, greeted
Him. * And He asked the scribes, "What are you discuss-
ing with them?" 7 Then one of the crowd answered and
said, "Teacher, I brought You my son, who has a mute spir-
it. ' "And wherever it seizes him, it throws him down; he
foams at the mouth, gnashes his teeth, and becomes rigid.
So I spoke to Your disciples, that they should cast it out,
but they could not." " He answered him and said, "O
faithless generation, how long shall T be with you? How
long shall I bear with you? Bring him to Me." ** Then they
brought him to Him. And when he saw Him, immcdiately
the spirit convulsed him, and he fell on the ground and

wallowed, foaming at the mouth. * So He asked his fa-
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ther, "How 1ong has this been happening to him?" And he
said, "From childhood. * "And often he has thrown him
both into the fire and into the water to destroy him. But if
You can do anything, have compassion on us and help us."
# Jesus said to him, "If you can believe, all things are possi-
ble to him who believes." ** Immediately the father of the
child cried out and said with tears, "Lord, I believe; help
my unbelief!" » When Jesus saw that the people came run-
ning together, He rebuked the unclean spirit, saying to it,
"Deaf and dumb spirit, I command you, come out of him
and enter him no more!" ** Then the spirit cried out, con-
vulsed him greatly, and came out of him. And he became
as one dead, so that many said, "He is dead." *7 But Jesus
took him by the hand and lifted him up, and he arose. **
And when He had come into the house, His disciples
asked Him privately, "Why could we not cast it out?" * So
He said to them, "This kind can come out by nothing but

prayer and fasting."
