that the body of sin might be done away with, that we
should no longer be slaves of sin. 7 For he who has died
has been freed from sin. ® Now if we died with Christ, we
believe that we shall also live with Him, 2 knowing that
Christ, having been raised from the dead, dies no more.
Death no longer has dominion over Him. * For the death
that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that
He lives, He lives to God. " Likewise you also, reckon
yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in

Christ Jesus our Lord.

Luke 3:15-22 % Now as the people were in expectation,
and all reasoned in their hearts about John, whether he
was the Christ or not, * John answered, saying to all, "l
indeed baptize you with water; but One mightier than I is
coming, whose sandal strap I am not worthy to loose. He
will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. 7 "His win-
nowing fan is in His hand, and He will thoroughly clean
out His threshing floor, and gacher the wheat into His
barn; but the chaff He will burn with unquenchable fire."
* And with many other exhortations he preached to the
people. " But Herod the tetrarch, being rebuked by him
