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THE WORD

Deuteronomy 34:1-12 Then Moses went up from the
plains of Moab to Mount Nebo, to the top of Pisgah,
which is across from Jericho. And the LORD showed him



all the land of Gilead as far as Dan, * all Naphtali and the
land of Ephraim and Manasseh, all the land of Judah as far
as the Western Sea, 3 the South, and the plain of the Val-
ley of Jericho, the city of palm trees, as far as Zoar. * Then
the LORD said to him, "This is the land of which I swore
to give Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, saying,'T will give it to
your descendants.' I have caused you to see it with your
eyes, but you shall not cross over there." 5 So Moses the
servant of the LORD died there in the land of Moab, ac-
cording to the word of the LORD. ® And He buried him
in a valley in the land of Moab, opposite Beth Peor; but no
one knows his grave to this day. 7 Moses was one hundred
and twenty years old when he died. His eyes were not dim
nor his natural vigor diminished. ® And the children of
Israel wept for Moses in the plains of Moab thirty days. So
the days of weeping and mourning for Moses ended. *
Now Joshua the son of Nun was full of the spirit of wis-
dom, for Moses had laid his hands on him; so the children
of Israel heeded him, and did as the LORD had com-
manded Moses. ° But since then there has not arisen in
Isracl a prophet like Moses, whom the LORD knew face
to face, "in all the signs and wonders which the LORD
sent him to do in the land of Egypt, before Pharaoh, be-
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fore all his servants, and in all his land, ** and by all that
mighty power and all the great terror which Moses per-

formed in the sight of all Israel

Hebrews 3:1-6 Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of the
heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of
our confession, Christ Jesus, * who was faithful to Him
who appointed Him, as Moses also was faithful in all His
house. 3 For this One has been counted worthy of more
glory than Moses, inasmuch as He who built the house has
more honor than the house. * For every house is built by
someone, but He who buile all things is God. 5 And Moses
indeed was faicthful in all His house as a servant, for a tes-
timony of those things which would be spoken afterward,

¢ but Christ as a Son over His own house, whose house we
are if we hold fast the confidence and the rejoicing of the

hope firm to the end.
p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and
keep it!

SERMON

Luke 9:28-36 ** Now it came to pass, about eight days
after these sayings, that He took Peter, John, and James
and went up on the mountain to pray. * As He prayed,
the appearance of His face was altered, and His robe be-
came white and glistening. * And behold, two men talked
with Him, who were Moses and Elijah, ¥ who appeared in
glory and spoke of His decease which He was about to ac-
complish at Jerusalem. * But Peter and those with him
were heavy with sleep; and when they were fully awake,

they saw His glory and the two men who stood with Him.
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# Then it happened, as they were parting from Him, that
Peter said to Jesus, "Master, it is good for us to be here;
and let us make three tabernacles: one for You, one for
Moses, and one for Elijah "-- not knowing what he said.
While he was saying this, a cloud came and overshadowed
them; and they were fearful as they entered the cloud. »
And a voice came out of the cloud, saying, "This is My be-
loved Son. Hear Him!" 3 When the voice had ceased, Je-
sus was found alone. But they kept quiet, and told no one

in those days any of the things they had seen.
