The address of the Lord's prayer is a simple statement. On 
the surface all that we have done is to state to whom we 
are offering the prayer. Yet it is the most important part 
of the prayer, since it is God's greatest desire and joy that 
we return to Him, as this son did, and receive from Him 
without attempting to earn or deserve it that uncondi-
tional love by which He calls us sons of God and becomes 
again our true Father.
