7 Brethren, join in
following my example, and note those who so walk, as you
have us for a pattern. ' For many walk, of whom I have
told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they
are the enemies of the cross of Christ: ' whose end is de-
struction, whose god is their belly, and whose glory is in
their shame-- who set their mind on earthly things. * For

our Citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly
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wait for the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, * who will
transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His
glorious body, according to the working by which He is

able even to subdue all things to Himself.

SERMON

Luke 20:9-20 2 Then He began to tell the people this par-
able: "A certain man planted a vineyard, leased it to vine-
dressers, and went into a far country for a long time.
"Now at vintage-time he sent a servant to the vinedressers,
that they might give him some of the fruit of the Vineyard.
But the vinedressers beat him and sent him away empty-
handed. " "Again he sent another servant; and they beat
him also, treated him shamefully, and sent him away empty
-handed. " "And again he sent a third; and they wounded
him also and cast him out. ¥ "Then the owner of the vine-
yard said,"What shall I do? I will send my beloved son.
Probably they will respect him when they see him." ** "But
when the vinedressers saw him, they reasoned among
themselves, saying, 'This is the heir. Come, let us kill him,
that the inheritance may be ours.” > "So they cast him out
of the vineyard and killed him. Therefore what will the
owner of the vineyard do to them? * "He will come and
destroy those vinedressers and give the vineyard to oth-
ers." And when they heard it they said, "Certainly not!" 7
Then He looked at them and said, "What then is this that

is written: The stone which the builders rejected Has be-
come the chief cornerstone '? '® "Whoever falls on that
stone will be broken; but on whomever it falls, it will
grind him to powder." ¥ And the chief priests and the
scribes that very hour sought to lay hands on Him, but
they feared the people-- for they knew He had spoken this
parable against them. ** So they watched Him, and sent
spies who pretended to be righteous, that they might seize
on His words, in order to deliver Him to the power and

the authority of the governor.

HALLOWED BE THY NAME

This parable is an excellent reminder to us of how we
often misuse God’s name and therefore what we are pray-
ing for when we pray, “Hallowed Be Thy Name.” It also
portrays to what great extent the Lord goes to forgive us
and make us His children.
