p We have come into the presence of God, who creat-
ed us to love and serve him as his dear children. But 
we have disobeyed him and deserve only his wrath 
and punishment. Therefore, let us confess our sins 
to him and plead for his mercy.  

all Merciful Father in heaven, I am altogether sinful 
from birth, In countless ways I have sinned against 
you and do not deserve to be called your child. But 
trusting in Jesus, my Savior, I pray; Have mercy on 
me according to your unfailing love. Cleanse me 
from my sin, and take away my guilt.  

p God, our heavenly Father, has forgiven all your sins. 
By the perfect life and innocent death of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, he has removed your guilt forever. You 
are his own dear child. May God give you strength 
to live according to his will.  
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p Let us pray . . .   O Lord God, you have given to us 
in this wonderful Sacrament a memorial of Your 
Passion, grant, that we may so use this Sacrament 
of Your body and blood that the fruits of Your re-
demption may continually be shown in us; you who 
live and reign with the Father and the Holy Spirit. 
one God, now and forever.  
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Then came the Day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passo-
ver must be killed.  8 And He sent Peter and John, saying, 
"Go and prepare the Passover for us, that we may eat."  9 
So they said to Him, "Where do You want us to prepare?"  
10 And He said to them, "Behold, when you have entered 
the city, a man will meet you carrying a pitcher of water; 
follow him into the house which he enters.  11 "Then you 
shall say to the master of the house,`The Teacher says to 
you, "Where is the guest room where I may eat the Passo-
ver with My disciples?"'  12 "Then he will show you a large, 
furnished upper room; there make ready."  13 So they went 
and found it just as He had said to them, and they pre-
pared the Passover.  14 When the hour had come, He sat 
down, and the twelve apostles with Him.  15 Then He said 
to them, "With fervent desire I have desired to eat this 
Passover with you before I suffer;  16 "for I say to you, I will 
no longer eat of it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of 
God."  17 Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, 
"Take this and divide it among yourselves;  18 "for I say to 
you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine until the king-
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dom of God comes."  19 And He took bread, gave thanks 
and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, "This is My body 
which is given for you; do this in remembrance of Me."  20 
Likewise He also took the cup after supper, saying, "This 
cup is the new covenant in My blood, which is shed for 
you.   

P I love the LORD,

C My eyes from tears, And my feet from falling.  

P I will walk before the LORD  

C In the land of the living.  

P I believed, therefore I spoke,  

C "I am greatly afflicted."  

P I said in my haste,  

C "All men are liars."  

P What shall I render to the LORD  

C For all His benefits toward me?  

P I will take up the cup of salvation,  

C And call upon the name of the LORD.  

P I will pay my vows to the LORD  

C Now in the presence of all His people.  

P Precious in the sight of the LORD  

C Is the death of His saints.  

P O LORD, truly I am Your servant; I am Your serv-
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ant, the son of Your maidservant;  

C You have loosed my bonds.  

P I will offer to You the sacrifice of thanksgiving,  

C And will call upon the name of the LORD.  

P I will pay my vows to the LORD  

C Now in the presence of all His people,  

P In the courts of the LORD'S house,  

C In the midst of you, O Jerusalem. Praise the
