10 I will cut off the chariot 

from Ephraim and the war horse from Jerusalem; and the battle bow 

shall be cut off, and he shall speak peace to the nations; his rule shall 

be from sea to sea, and from the River to the ends of the earth.   

11 As for you also, because of the blood of my covenant with you, I 

will set your prisoners free from the waterless pit.

Matthew 11:25-30  At that time Jesus declared, “I thank you, Father, 

Lord of heaven and earth, that you have hidden these things from 
the wise and understanding and revealed them to little children;  26 
yes, Father, for such was your gracious will.

evening flight from Chicago on Monday (7/10) 
on their way to Kathmandu, Nepal where they 
will be met by Pastor Raju Bhitrakoti, his family, 
and other pastors and members of the Himalayan 
Church of the Lutheran Confession of Nepal 
(HCLCN). These seventeen individuals will divide 
into four teams as they spend the next three 
weeks proclaiming the simple Gospel message to 
approx. 1,500 children in Himalayan villages where 
HCLCN congregations are located. Pastoral train-
ing classes will also be taught among the pastors 
and Himalayan Bible Institute students of the 
HCLCN.
