Hebrews 13:1-17  Let brotherly love continue.  2 Do not 
forget to entertain strangers, for by so doing some have un-
wittingly entertained angels.  3 Remember the prisoners as 
if chained with them-- those who are mistreated-- since 
you yourselves are in the body also.  4 Marriage is honora-
ble among all, and the bed undefiled; but fornicators and 
adulterers God will judge.  5 Let your conduct be without 
covetousness; be content with such things as you have. For 
He Himself has said, "I will never leave you nor forsake 
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you."  6 So we may boldly say: "The LORD is my helper; I 
will not fear. What can man do to me?"  7 Remember those 
who rule over you, who have spoken the word of God to 
you, whose faith follow, considering the outcome of their 
conduct.  8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and 
forever.  9 Do not be carried about with various and 
strange doctrines. For it is good that the heart be estab-
lished by grace, not with foods which have not profited 
those who have been occupied with them.  10 We have an 
altar from which those who serve the tabernacle have no 
right to eat.  11 For the bodies of those animals, whose 
blood is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest for 
sin, are burned outside the camp.  12 Therefore Jesus also, 
that He might sanctify the people with His own blood, 
suffered outside the gate.  13 Therefore let us go forth to 
Him, outside the camp, bearing His reproach.  14 For here 
we have no continuing city, but we seek the one to come.  
15 Therefore by Him let us continually offer the sacrifice of 
praise to God, that is, the fruit of our lips, giving thanks to 
His name.  16 But do not forget to do good and to share, 
for with such sacrifices God is well pleased.  17 Obey those 
who rule over you, and be submissive, for they watch out 
for your souls, as those who must give account. Let them 
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do so with joy and not with grief, for that would be un-
profitable for you.

9 If so, the host 
who invited both of you will come and say to you, ‘Give 
this person your seat.’ Then, humiliated, you will have to 
take the least important place.  10 But when you are invit-
ed, take the lowest place, so that when your host comes, 
he will say to you, ‘Friend, move up to a better place.’ 
Then you will be honored in the presence of all the other 
guests.  11 For all those who exalt themselves will be hum-
bled, and those who humble themselves will be exalt-
ed.”  12 Then Jesus said to his host, “When you give a 
luncheon or dinner, do not invite your friends, your 
brothers or sisters, your relatives, or your rich neighbors; 
if you do, they may invite you back and so you will be re-
paid.  13 But when you give a banquet, invite the poor, the 
crippled, the lame, the blind,  14 and you will be blessed. 
Although they cannot repay you, you will be repaid at the 
resurrection of the righteous.  
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By nature we are only able to produce a false humility be-
fore God. Only Jesus displays true humility. By His great 
love and mercy that humility is given to us and because of 
His humility we will be exalted by God in the resurrection 
of the just.
