13 "And I will bring them out from 
the peoples and gather them from the countries, and will 
bring them to their own land; I will feed them on the 
mountains of Israel, in the valleys and in all the inhabited 
places of the country. 14 "I will feed them in good pasture, 
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and their fold shall be on the high mountains of Israel. 
There they shall lie down in a good fold and feed in rich 
pasture on the mountains of Israel. 15 "I will feed My 
flock, and I will make them lie down," says the Lord GOD. 
16 "I will seek what was lost and bring back what was driv-
en away, bind up the broken and strengthen what was 
sick; but I will destroy the fat and the strong, and feed 
them in judgment." 17 `And as for you, O My flock, thus 
says the Lord GOD: "Behold, I shall judge between sheep 
and sheep, between rams and goats. 18 "Is it too little for 
you to have eaten up the good pasture, that you must 
tread down with your feet the residue of your pasture-- 
and to have drunk of the clear waters, that you must foul 
the residue with your feet? 19 "And as for My flock, they 
eat what you have trampled with your feet, and they drink 
what you have fouled with your feet." 20 `Therefore thus 
says the Lord GOD to them: "Behold, I Myself will judge 
between the fat and the lean sheep. 21 "Because you have 
pushed with side and shoulder, butted all the weak ones 
with your horns, and scattered them abroad, 22 "therefore 
I will save My flock, and they shall no longer be a prey; 
and I will judge between sheep and sheep. 23 "I will estab-
lish one shepherd over them, and he shall feed them-- My 
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servant David. He shall feed them and be their shepherd. 
24 "And I, the LORD, will be their God, and My servant 
David a prince among them; I, the LORD, have spoken.  

 

1 Timothy 1:5-17   5 "Now the purpose of the command-
ment is love from a pure heart, from a good conscience, 
and from sincere faith, 6 from which some, having strayed, 
have turned aside to idle talk, 7 desiring to be teachers of 
the law, understanding neither what they say nor the 
things which they affirm. 8 But we know that the law is 
good if one uses it lawfully, 9 knowing this: that the law is 
not made for a righteous person, but for the lawless and 
insubordinate, for the ungodly and for sinners, for the un-
holy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers 
of mothers, for manslayers, 10 for fornicators, for sodo-
mites, for kidnappers, for liars, for perjurers, and if there 
is any other thing that is contrary to sound doctrine, 11 
according to the glorious gospel of the blessed God which 
was committed to my trust. 12 And I thank Christ Jesus 
our Lord who has enabled me, because He counted me 
faithful, putting me into the ministry, 13 although I was 
formerly a blasphemer, a persecutor, and an insolent man; 
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but I obtained mercy because I did it ignorantly in unbe-
lief. 14 And the grace of our Lord was exceedingly abun-
dant, with faith and love which are in Christ Jesus. 15 This 
is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance, that 
Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners, of whom 
I am chief. 16 However, for this reason I obtained mercy, 
that in me first Jesus Christ might show all longsuffering, 
as a pattern to those who are going to believe on Him for 
everlasting life. 17 Now to the King eternal, immortal, in-
visible, to God who alone is wise, be honor and glory for-
ever and ever. Amen.
