Has
not God made foolish the wisdom of this world? * For
since, in the wisdom of God, the world through wisdom
did not know God, it pleased God through the foolishness
of the message preached to save those who believe. ** For
Jews request a sign, and Greeks seek after wisdom; * but
we preach Christ crucified, to the Jews a stumbling block
and to the Greeks foolishness, * but to those who are
called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God
and the wisdom of God. * Because the foolishness of God
is wiser than men, and the weakness of God is stronger
than men. ** For you see your calling, brethren, that not
many wise according to the flesh, not many mighty, not
many noble, are called. *7 But God has chosen the foolish
things of the world to put to shame the wise, and God has
chosen the weak things of the world to put to shame the
things which are mighty; ** and the base things of the
world and the things which are despised God has chosen,
and the things which are not, to bring to nothing the

things that are, * that no flesh should glory in His pres-
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ence. * But of Him you are in Christ Jesus, who became
for us wisdom from God-- and righteousness and sanctifi-
cation and redemption-- ¥ that, as it is written, "He who

glories, let him g]ory in the LORD."

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SERMON

Genesis 24:10-26 ° Then the servant took ten of his mas-
ter's camels and departed, for all his master's goods were in
his hand. And he arose and went to Mesopotamia, to the
city of Nahor. "™ And he made his camels kneel down out-
side the city by a well of water at evening time, the time
when women go out to draw water. * Then he said, "O
LORD God of my master Abraham, please give me suc-
cess this day, and show kindness to my master Abraham.

% "Behold, here I stand by the well of water, and the daugh-
ters of the men of the city are coming out to draw water.
*"Now let it be that the young woman to whom I

say, Please let down your pitcher that I may drink,’ and
she says, Drink, and I will also give your camels a drink'--
let her be the one You have appointed for Your servant
Isaac. And by this I will know that You have shown kind-
ness to my master." 5 And it happened, before he had fin-
ished speaking, that behold, Rebekah, who was born to
Bethuel, son of Milcah, the wife of Nahor, Abraham's
brother, came out with her pitcher on her shoulder.

Now the young woman was very beautiful to behold, a vir-
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gin; no man had known her. And she went down to the
well, filled her pitcher, and came up. 7 And the servant
ran to meet her and said, "Please let me drink a lictle wa-
ter from your pitcher." ** So she said, "Drink, my lord."
Then she quickly let her pitcher down to her hand, and
gave him a drink. ® And when she had finished giving
him a drink, she said, "I will draw water for your camels
also, until they have finished drinking" * Then she quick-
ly emptied her pitcher into the trough, ran back to the
well to draw water, and drew for all his camels. * And the
man, wondering at her, remained silent so as to know
whether the LORD had made his journey prosperous or
not. * So it was, when the camels had finished drinking,
that the man took a golden nose ring weighing half a
shekel, and two bracelets for her wrists weighing ten shek-
els of gold, » and said, "Whose daughter are you? Tell me,
please, is there room in your father's house for us to
lodge?" ** So she said to him, "I am the daughter of Be-
thuel, Milcah's son, whom she bore to Nahor." » Moreover
she said to him, "We have both straw and feed enough,
and room to lodge." * Then the man bowed down his

head and Worshiped the LORD.
