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THE WORD

Exodus 24:8-18 ® And Moses took the blood, sprinkled it
on the people, and said, "This is the blood of the covenant
which the LORD has made with you according to all these
words." ? Then Moses went up, also Aaron, Nadab, and
Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel, * and they saw
the God of Israel. And there was under His feet as it were a
paved work of sapphire stone, and it was like the very
heavens in its clarity. ™ But on the nobles of the children
of Israel He did not lay His hand. So they saw God, and
they ate and drank. ™ Then the LORD said to Moses,
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"Come up to Me on the mountain and be there; and T will
give you tablets of stone, and the law and commandments
which I have written, that you may teach them." ¥ So Mo-
ses arose with his assistant Joshua, and Moses went up to
the mountain of God. " And he said to the elders, "Wait
here for us until we come back to you. Indeed Aaron and
Hur are with you. If any man has a difficulty, lec him go to
them."  Then Moses went up into the mountain, and a
cloud covered the mountain. ** Now the glory of the
LORD rested on Mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six
days. And on the seventh day He called to Moses out of
the midst of the cloud. 7 The sight of the glory of the
LORD was like a consuming fire on the top of the moun-
tain in the eyes of the children of Israel. *® So Moses went
into the midst of the cloud and went up into the moun-
tain. And Moses was on the mountain forty days and forty

nights.

2 Peter 1:16-21 ® For we did not follow cunningly devised
fables when we made known to you the power and com-
ing of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of His

majesty. 7 For He received from God the Father honor
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and glory when such a voice came to Him from the Excel-
lent Glory: "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well
pleased.” ' And we heard this voice which came from
heaven when we were with Him on the holy mountain.
And so we have the prophetic word confirmed, which you
do well to heed as a light that shines in a dark place, until
the day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts;
* knowing this first, that no prophecy of Scripture is of
any private interpretation, * for prophecy never came by
the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were
moved by the Holy Spirit.

Matthew 17:1-9 Now after six days Jesus took Peter,
James, and John his brother, led them up on a high moun-
tain by themselves; * and He was transfigured before
them. His face shone like the sun, and His clothes became
as white as the light. » And behold, Moses and Elijah ap-
peared to them, talking with Him. 4 Then Peter answered
and said to Jesus, "Lord, it is good for us to be here; if You
wish, let us make here three tabernacles: one for You, one
for Moses, and one for Elijah." 5 While he was still speak-
ing, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them; and sud-
denly a voice came out of the cloud, saying, "This is My
beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. Hear Him!" ©
And when the disciples heard it, they fell on their faces
and were greatly afraid. 7 But Jesus came and touched
them and said, "Arise, and do not be afraid." ® When they
had lifted up their eyes, they saw no one but Jesus only. *
Now as they came down from the mountain, Jesus com-
manded them, saying, "Tell the vision to no one until the

Son of Man is risen from the dead."
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SEEING UNDER THE SURFACE
