2 Then the 
twelve summoned the multitude of the disciples and said, 
"It is not desirable that we should leave the word of God 
and serve tables.  3 "Therefore, brethren, seek out from 
among you seven men of good reputation, full of the Holy 
Spirit and wisdom, whom we may appoint over this busi-
ness;  4 "but we will give ourselves continually to prayer 
and to the ministry of the word."  5 And the saying pleased 
the whole multitude. And they chose Stephen, a man full 
of faith and the Holy Spirit, and Philip, Prochorus, 
Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas, and Nicolas, a proselyte from 
Antioch,  6 whom they set before the apostles; and when 
they had prayed, they laid hands on them.  7 Then the 
word of God spread, and the number of the disciples mul-
tiplied greatly in Jerusalem, and a great many of the 
priests were obedient to the faith.  8 And Stephen, full of 
faith and power, did great wonders and signs among the 
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people.  9 Then there arose some from what is called the 
Synagogue of the Freedmen (Cyrenians, Alexandrians, and 
those from Cilicia and Asia), disputing with Stephen.   
51 "You stiffnecked and uncircumcised in heart and ears! 
You always resist the Holy Spirit; as your fathers did, so do 
you.  52 "Which of the prophets did your fathers not perse-
cute? And they killed those who foretold the coming of 
the Just One, of whom you now have become the betray-
ers and murderers,  53 "who have received the law by the 
direction of angels and have not kept it."  54 When they 
heard these things they were cut to the heart, and they 
gnashed at him with their teeth.  55 But he, being full of the 
Holy Spirit, gazed into heaven and saw the glory of God, 
and Jesus standing at the right hand of God,  56 and said, 
"Look! I see the heavens opened and the Son of Man 
standing at the right hand of God!"  57 Then they cried out 
with a loud voice, stopped their ears, and ran at him with 
one accord;  58 and they cast him out of the city and stoned 
him. And the witnesses laid down their clothes at the feet 
of a young man named Saul.  59 And they stoned Stephen 
as he was calling on God and saying, "Lord Jesus, receive 
my spirit."  60 Then he knelt down and cried out with a 
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loud voice, "Lord, do not charge them with this sin." And 
when he had said this, he fell asleep. 

 

1 Peter 2:2-10   2 as newborn babes, desire the pure milk of 
the word, that you may grow thereby,  3 if indeed you have 
tasted that the Lord is gracious.  4 Coming to Him as to a 
living stone, rejected indeed by men, but chosen by God 
and precious,  5 you also, as living stones, are being built 
up a spiritual house, a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritu-
al sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.  6 
Therefore it is also contained in the Scripture, "Behold, I 
lay in Zion A chief cornerstone, elect, precious, And he 
who believes on Him will by no means be put to shame."  7 
Therefore, to you who believe, He is precious; but to those 
who are disobedient, "The stone which the builders reject-
ed Has become the chief cornerstone,"  8 and "A stone of 
stumbling And a rock of offense." They stumble, being dis-
obedient to the word, to which they also were appointed.  
9 But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a ho-
ly nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim 
the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into 
His marvelous light;  10 who once were not a people but are 
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now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy but 
now have obtained mercy.
