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THE WORD

Acts 1:12-26 ™ Then they returned to Jerusalem from the
mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a Sabbath
day's journey. ¥ And when they had entered, they went up
into the upper room where they were staying: Peter,
James, John, and Andrew; Philip and Thomas; Bartholo-
mew and Matthew; James the son of Alphaecus and Simon
the Zealot; and Judas the son of James. ** These all contin-
ued with one accord in prayer and supplication, with the
women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with His
brothers. 5 And in those days Peter stood up in the midst
of the disciples (altogether the number of names was
about a hundred and twenty), and said, *® "Men and breth-
ren, this Seripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy
Spirit spoke before by the mouth of David concerning Ju-
das, who became a guide to those who arrested Jesus; 7
"for he was numbered with us and obtained a part in chis

ministry.” ** (Now this man purchased a field with the
wages of iniquity; and falling headlong, he burst open in
the middle and all his entrails gushed out. ¥ And it be-

came kl’lOWH to all tl’lOSG dW€Hll’lg n Jerusalem; SO that



field is called in their own language, Akel Dama, that is,
Field of Blood.) * "For it is written in the book of

Psalms: Let his dwelling place be desolate, And let no one
live in it; and, Let another take his office.” * "Therefore, of
these men who have accompanied us all the time that che
Lord Jesus went in and out among us, * "beginning from
the baptism of John to that day when He was taken up
from us, one of these must become a witness with us of
His resurrection.” » And they proposed two: Joseph called
Barsabas, who was surnamed Justus, and Matthias. * And
they prayed and said, "You, O Lord, who know the hearts
of all, show which of these two You have chosen » "to take
part in this ministry and apostleship from which Judas by

cransgression fell, that he might go to his own place." *

And they cast their lots, and the lot fell on Matchias. And

he was numbered with the eleven apostles.

John 17:1-11 Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to
heaven, and said: "Father, the hour has come. Glorify Your
Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, *"as You have
given Him authority over all flesh, that He should give

eternal life to as many as You have given Him. 3 "And this



is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God,
and Jesus Christ whom You have sent. *"T have glorified You
on the earth. I have finished the work which You have given
Me to do. 5 "And now, O Father, glorify Me together with
Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the
world was. ¢"T have manifested Your name to the men whom
You have given Me out of the world. They were Yours, You
gave them to Me, and they have kept Your word. 7 "Now they
have known that all things which You have given Me are
from You. ®"For I have given to them the words which You
have given Me; and they have received them, and have known
surely that I came forth from You; and they have believed
that You sent Me. 2" pray for them. I do not pray for the
world but for those whom You have given Me, for they are
Yours.  "And all Mine are Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I
am gloriﬁcd in them. " "Now [ am no longcr in the world,
but these are in the world, and I come to You. Holy Father,
keep through Your name those whom You have given Me,

that they may be one as We are.
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Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and
keep it!
