9 Because you have made the 
LORD, who is my refuge, Even the Most High, your dwell-
ing place,  10 No evil shall befall you, Nor shall any plague 
come near your dwelling;

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p In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
 Holy Spirit. 

  

p We have come into the presence of God, who creat-
ed us to love and serve him as his dear children. But 
we have disobeyed him and deserve only his wrath 
and punishment. Therefore, let us confess our sins 
to him and plead for his mercy.  
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all Merciful Father in heaven, I am altogether sinful 
from birth, In countless ways I have sinned against 
you and do not deserve to be called your child. But 
trusting in Jesus, my Savior, I pray; Have mercy on 
me according to your unfailing love. Cleanse me 
from my sin, and take away my guilt.  

p God, our heavenly Father, has forgiven all your sins. 
By the perfect life and innocent death of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, he has removed your guilt forever. You 
are his own dear child. May God give you strength 
to live according to his will.  
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p Let us pray . . .   Oh God, because Your abiding 
presence always goes with us, keep us aware of your 
daily mercies that we may live secure and content 
in Your eternal love; through Jesus Chris, Your Son,  
our Lord, who lives and reigns with the You and the 
Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 

 

Romans 6:12-23   12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your 
mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts.  13 And do 
not present your members as instruments of unrighteous-
ness to sin, but present yourselves to God as being alive 
from the dead, and your members as instruments of right-
eousness to God.  14 For sin shall not have dominion over 
you, for you are not under law but under grace.  15 What 
then? Shall we sin because we are not under law but under 
grace? Certainly not!  16 Do you not know that to whom 
you present yourselves slaves to obey, you are that one's 
slaves whom you obey, whether of sin leading to death, or 
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of obedience leading to righteousness?  17 But God be 
thanked that though you were slaves of sin, yet you obeyed 
from the heart that form of doctrine to which you were 
delivered.  18 And having been set free from sin, you be-
came slaves of righteousness.  19 I speak in human terms be-
cause of the weakness of your flesh. For just as you pre-
sented your members as slaves of uncleanness, and of law-
lessness leading to more lawlessness, so now present your 
members as slaves of righteousness for holiness.  20 For 
when you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to 
righteousness.  21 What fruit did you have then in the 
things of which you are now ashamed? For the end of 
those things is death.  22 But now having been set free from 
sin, and having become slaves of God, you have your fruit 
to holiness, and the end, everlasting life.  23 For the wages 
of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ 
Jesus our Lord. 

Matthew 10:21-33   21 "Now brother will deliver up brother 
to death, and a father his child; and children will rise up 
against parents and cause them to be put to death.  22 "And 
you will be hated by all for My name's sake. But he who 
endures to the end will be saved.  23 "When they persecute 
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you in this city, flee to another. For assuredly, I say to you, 
you will not have gone through the cities of Israel before 
the Son of Man comes.  24 "A disciple is not above his 
teacher, nor a servant above his master.  25 "It is enough for 
a disciple that he be like his teacher, and a servant like his 
master. If they have called the master of the house Beelze-
bub1, how much more will they call those of his household!  
26 "Therefore do not fear them. For there is nothing cov-
ered that will not be revealed, and hidden that will not be 
known.  27 "Whatever I tell you in the dark, speak in the 
light; and what you hear in the ear, preach on the house-
tops.  28 "And do not fear those who kill the body but can-
not kill the soul. But rather fear Him who is able to de-
stroy both soul and body in hell.  29 "Are not two sparrows 
sold for a copper coin? And not one of them falls to the 
ground apart from your Father's will.  30 "But the very hairs 
of your head are all numbered.  31 "Do not fear therefore; 
you are of more value than many sparrows.  32 "Therefore 
whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also confess 
before My Father who is in heaven.  33 "But whoever denies 
Me before men, him I will also deny before My Father 
who is in heaven. 
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p  Blessed are they who hear the word of God and 
keep it. 

 

 
 

Note: In this context the word catholic means universal. Thus when we 
talk about the catholic faith we mean the one and only true faith which 
God has given to us in His word. 

p But it is also necessary for everlasting salvation that 
one faithfully believe the incarnation of our Lord 
Jesus Christ.  

c  Therefore, it is the right faith that we believe and 
confess that our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, 
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is at the same time both God and man.  

p He is God, begotten from the substance of the Fa-
ther before all ages; and He is man, born from the 
substance of His mother in this age:  

c perfect God and perfect man, composed of a ra-
tional soul and human flesh;  

p equal to the Father with respect to His divinity, less 
than the Father with respect to His humanity.  

c Although He is God and man, He is not two, but 
one Christ:  

p one, however, not by the conversion of the divinity 
into flesh but by the assumption of the humanity 
into God;  

c one altogether, not by confusion of substance, but 
by unity of person.  

p For as the rational soul and flesh is one man, so 
God and man is one Christ,  

c who suffered for our salvation, descended into hell, 
rose again from the dead, ascended into heaven, 
and is seated at the right hand of the Father, from 
whence He will come to judge the living and the 
dead.  
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p At His coming all people will rise again with their 
bodies and give an account concerning their own 
deeds.  

c And those who have done good will enter into 
eternal life, and those who have done evil into 
eternal fire. Amen 
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Genesis 1:9-13   9 Then God said, "Let the waters under the 
heavens be gathered together into one place, and let the 
dry land appear"; and it was so.  10 And God called the dry 
land Earth, and the gathering together of the waters He 
called Seas. And God saw that it was good.  11 Then God 
said, "Let the earth bring forth grass, the herb that yields 
seed, and the fruit tree that yields fruit according to its 
kind, whose seed is in itself, on the earth"; and it was so.  12 
And the earth brought forth grass, the herb that yields 
seed according to its kind, and the tree that yields fruit, 
whose seed is in itself according to its kind. And God saw 
that it was good.  13 So the evening and the morning were 
the third day. 
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Lord, You love the cheerful giver  
who with open heart and hand  
blesses freely, as a river  
that refreshes all the land.  
Grant us, then, the grace of giving  
with a spirit large and true  
that our life and all our living  
we may consecrate to You.  

all Our Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be Thy 
name, Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on 
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily 
bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive 
those who trespass against us; and lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us from evil. For Thine is 
the kingdom and the power and the glory forever 
and ever.  Amen.

Do 
this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of 
Me.”
