p We have come into the presence of God, who creat-
ed us to love and serve him as his dear children. But 
we have disobeyed him and deserve only his wrath 
and punishment. Therefore, let us confess our sins 
to him and plead for his mercy.  
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all Merciful Father in heaven, I am altogether sinful 
from birth, In countless ways I have sinned against 
you and do not deserve to be called your child. But 
trusting in Jesus, my Savior, I pray; Have mercy on 
me according to your unfailing love. Cleanse me 
from my sin, and take away my guilt.  

p God, our heavenly Father, has forgiven all your sins. 
By the perfect life and innocent death of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, he has removed your guilt forever. You 
are his own dear child. May God give you strength 
to live according to his will.  
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p Let us pray . . .   Almighty and everlasting God, give 
us an increase of faith, hope and love, that, receiv-
ing what You have promised, we may love what You 
have commanded; through Jesus Christ, your Son, 
our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the 
Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 

 

Deuteronomy 7:6-9 6 "For you are a holy people to the 
LORD your God; the LORD your God has chosen you to 
be a people for Himself, a special treasure above all the 
peoples on the face of the earth.  7 "The LORD did not set 
His love on you nor choose you because you were more in 
number than any other people, for you were the least of 
all peoples;  8 "but because the LORD loves you, and be-
cause He would keep the oath which He swore to your fa-
thers, the LORD has brought you out with a mighty hand, 
and redeemed you from the house of bondage, from the 
hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt.  9 "Therefore know that 
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the LORD your God, He is God, the faithful God who 
keeps covenant and mercy for a thousand generations 
with those who love Him and keep His commandments; 

 

Romans 8:28-39 28 And we know that all things work to-
gether for good to those who love God, to those who are 
the called according to His purpose.  29 For whom He fore-
knew, He also predestined to be conformed to the image of 
His Son, that He might be the firstborn among many 
brethren.  30 Moreover whom He predestined, these He 
also called; whom He called, these He also justified; and 
whom He justified, these He also glorified.  31 What then 
shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be 
against us?  32 He who did not spare His own Son, but de-
livered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also 
freely give us all things?  33 Who shall bring a charge 
against God's elect? It is God who justifies.  34 Who is he 
who condemns? It is Christ who died, and furthermore is 
also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, who also 
makes intercession for us.  35 Who shall separate us from 
the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or perse-
cution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?  36 As 
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it is written: "For Your sake we are killed all day long; We 
are accounted as sheep for the slaughter."  37 Yet in all these 
things we are more than conquerors through Him who 
loved us.  38 For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, 
nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things pre-
sent nor things to come,  39 nor height nor depth, nor any 
other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the 
love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

 

p  Blessed are they who hear the word of God and 
keep it. 
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I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heav-
en and earth and of all things visible and invisible. 

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of 
God, begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of 
God, Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten, not 
made, being of one substance with the Father, by Whom 
all things were made; Who for us men and for our salva-
tion came down from heaven and was incarnate by the 
Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was made man; and 
was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate.  He suffered 
and was buried.  And the third day He rose again accord-
ing to the Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at 
the right hand of the Father.  And He will come again 
with glory to judge both the living and the dead, Whose 
kingdom will have no end.  

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of 
life, Who proceeds from the Father and the Son, Who 
with the Father and Son together is worshiped and glori-
fied, Who spoke by the prophets.  And I believe in one ho-
ly Christian and apostolic Church, I acknowledge one 
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Baptism for the remission of sins, And I look for the res-
urrection of the dead and the life of the world to come.

Matthew 13:44-52 44 "Again, the kingdom of heaven is like 
treasure hidden in a field, which a man found and hid; 
and for joy over it he goes and sells all that he has and 
buys that field.  45 "Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a 
merchant seeking beautiful pearls,  46 "who, when he had 
found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he 
had and bought it.  47 "Again, the kingdom of heaven is 
like a dragnet that was cast into the sea and gathered some 
of every kind,  48 "which, when it was full, they drew to 
shore; and they sat down and gathered the good into ves-
sels, but threw the bad away.  49 "So it will be at the end of 
the age. The angels will come forth, separate the wicked 
from among the just,  50 "and cast them into the furnace of 
fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth."  51 Jesus 
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said to them, "Have you understood all these things?" They 
said to Him, "Yes, Lord."  52 Then He said to them, 
"Therefore every scribe instructed concerning the king-
dom of heaven is like a householder who brings out of his 
treasure things new and old." 

 

Jesus does not speak to us in these parable about the cost 
of the kingdom but of its value. The cost for us is free but 

the value is beyond price.  
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Let all things now living a song of thanksgiving 
To God the creator triumphantly raise. 
Who fashioned and made us, protected and stayed us, 
Who still guides us on to the end of our days. 
His banners are o'er us, His light goes before us, 
A pillar of fire shining forth in the night. 
Till shadows have vanished and darkness is banished 
As forward we travel from light into light. 
 

all Our Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be Thy 
name, Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on 
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily 
bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive 
those who trespass against us; and lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us from evil. For Thine is 
the kingdom and the power and the glory forever 
and ever.
