Psalm 19:7-14   7 The law of the LORD is perfect, convert-
ing the soul; The testimony of the LORD is sure, making 
wise the simple;  8 The statutes of the LORD are right, re-
joicing the heart; The commandment of the LORD is 
pure, enlightening the eyes;  9 The fear of the LORD is 
clean, enduring forever; The judgments of the LORD are 
true and righteous altogether.

1 Timothy 2:1-4  Therefore I exhort first of all that suppli-
cations, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks be 
made for all men,  2 for kings and all who are in authority, 
that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness 
and reverence.  3 For this is good and acceptable in the 
sight of God our Savior,  4 who desires all men to be saved 
and to come to the knowledge of the truth. 
 

Luke 17:11-19   11 Now it happened as He went to Jerusalem 
that He passed through the midst of Samaria and Galilee.  
12 Then as He entered a certain village, there met Him ten 
men who were lepers, who stood afar off.  13 And they lift-
ed up their voices and said, "Jesus, Master, have mercy on 
us!"  14 So when He saw them, He said to them, "Go, show

yourselves to the priests." And so it was that as they went, 
they were cleansed.  15 And one of them, when he saw that 
he was healed, returned, and with a loud voice glorified 
God,  16 and fell down on his face at His feet, giving Him 
thanks. And he was a Samaritan.  17 So Jesus answered and 
said, "Were there not ten cleansed? But where are the 
nine?  18 "Were there not any found who returned to give 
glory to God except this foreigner?"  19 And He said to 
him, "Arise, go your way. Your faith has made you well." 
 

p  Blessed are they who hear the word of God and 
keep it. 
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I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heav-
en and earth and of all things visible and invisible. 

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of 
God, begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of 
God, Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten, not 
made, being of one substance with the Father, by Whom 
all things were made; Who for us men and for our salva-
tion came down from heaven and was incarnate by the 
Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was made man; and 
was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate.  He suffered 
and was buried.  And the third day He rose again accord-
ing to the Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at 
the right hand of the Father.  And He will come again 
with glory to judge both the living and the dead, Whose 
kingdom will have no end.  

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of 
life, Who proceeds from the Father and the Son, Who 
with the Father and Son together is worshiped and glori-
fied, Who spoke by the prophets.  And I believe in one ho-
ly Christian and apostolic Church, I acknowledge one 
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Baptism for the remission of sins, And I look for the res-
urrection of the dead and the life of the world to come.

Job 2:1-10  Again there was a day when the sons of God 
came to present themselves before the LORD, and Satan 
came also among them to present himself before the 
LORD.  2 And the LORD said to Satan, "From where do 
you come?" So Satan answered the LORD and said, "From 
going to and fro on the earth, and from walking back and 
forth on it."  3 Then the LORD said to Satan, "Have you 
considered My servant Job, that there is none like him on 
the earth, a blameless and upright man, one who fears 
God and shuns evil? And still he holds fast to his integrity, 
although you incited Me against him, to destroy him with-
out cause."  4 So Satan answered the LORD and said, "Skin 
for skin! Yes, all that a man has he will give for his life.  5 
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"But stretch out Your hand now, and touch his bone and 
his flesh, and he will surely curse You to Your face!"  6 And 
the LORD said to Satan, "Behold, he is in your hand, but 
spare his life."  7 So Satan went out from the presence of 
the LORD, and struck Job with painful boils from the sole 
of his foot to the crown of his head.  8 And he took for 
himself a potsherd with which to scrape himself while he 
sat in the midst of the ashes.  9 Then his wife said to him, 
"Do you still hold fast to your integrity? Curse God and 
die!"  10 But he said to her, "You speak as one of the foolish 
women speaks. Shall we indeed accept good from God, 
and shall we not accept adversity?" In all this Job did not 
sin with his lips. 
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Let all things now living a song of thanksgiving 
To God the creator triumphantly raise. 
Who fashioned and made us, protected and stayed us, 
Who still guides us on to the end of our days. 
His banners are o'er us, His light goes before us, 
A pillar of fire shining forth in the night. 
Till shadows have vanished and darkness is banished 
As forward we travel from light into light.

By your Spirit 
lead husbands and wives to love each other, parents 
to nurture their children, young adults to assume 
responsibility, and children to show respect. 
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c  Enter our hearts to live in love.

comfort them by your grace.  

c  Lord have mercy on those who suffer and lack and 
open our hearts to share their burden. 

p  To you, 0 Lord, we bring our thanks, our offerings 
and our petitions. Hear our prayers for Jesus' sake. 
In whose name we join to prayer. 

all Our Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be Thy 
name, Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done on 
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily 
bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive 
those who trespass against us; and lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us from evil.
