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CONFESSION

What is Confession?

Confession has two parts. First, that we confess
our sins, and second, that we receive absolution,
that is, forgiveness, from the pastor as from God
Himself, not doubting, but firmly believing that by

it our sins are forgiven before God in heaven.
What sins should we confess?

Before God we should plead guilty of all sins, even
those we are not aware of, as we do in the Lord’s
Prayer; but before the pastor we should confess on-

ly those sins which we know and feel in our hearts.
What do you believe according to these words?

I believe that when the called ministers of Christ
deal with us by His divine command, in particular
when they exclude openly unrepentant sinners
from the Christian congregation and absolve those
who repent of their sins and want to do better, this
is just as valid and certain, even in heaven, as if

Christ our dear Lord dealt with us Himself.
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O almighty God, merciful Father, I, a poor, misera-
ble sinner, confess unto You all my sins and iniqui-
ties with which I have ever offended You and justly
deserved Your temporal and eternal punishment.
But I am heartily sorry for them and sincerely re-
pent of them, and I pray You of Your boundless
mercy and for the sake of the holy, innocent, bitter
sufferings and death of Your beloved Son, Jesus
Christ, to be gracious and merciful to me, a poor,

sinful being.

God be merciful to you and strengthen your faith.

Amen.

Do you believe that the forgiveness I speak is not

my forgiveness but God’s?
Yes.
Let it be done for you as you believe.

In the stead and by the command of my Lord Jesus
Christ I forgive you all your sins in the name of the

Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

Create in us new and contrite hearts that
lamenting our sins and acknowledging our wretch-
edness we may receive from You full pardon and
forgiveness; through Jesus Christ, Your Son, our
Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy

Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.

THE WORD

Judges 16:23-31 » Now the lords of the Philistines gath-
ered together to offer a great sacrifice to Dagon their god,
and to rejoice. And they said: "Our god has delivered into
our hands Samson our enemy!" * When the people saw
him, they praised their god; for they said: "Our god has
delivered into our hands our enemy, The destroyer of our
land, And the one who multiplied our dead." » So it hap-
pened, when their hearts were merry, that they said, "Call

for Samson, that he may perform for us.” So they called
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for Samson from the prison, and he performed for them.
And they stationed him between the pillars. * Then Sam-
son said to the lad who held him by the hand, "Let me feel
the pillars which support the temple, so that I can lean on
them." 7 Now the temple was full of men and women. All
the lords of the Philistines were there-- about three thou-
sand men and women on the roof watching while Samson
performed. * Then Samson called to the LORD, saying,
"O Lord GOD, remember me, I pray! Strengthen me, 1
pray, just this once, O God, that I may with one blow take
vengeance on the Philistines for my two eyes!" * And
Samson took hold of the two middle pillars which sup-
ported the temple, and he braced himself against them,
one on his right and the other on his left. * Then Samson
said, "Let me die with the Philistines!" And he pushed
with all his might, and the temple fell on the lords and all
the people who were in it. So the dead that he killed at his
death were more than he had killed in his life. 3" And his
brothers and all his father's household came down and
took him, and brought him up and buried him between
Zorah and Eshrtaol in the tomb of his father Manoah. He
had judged Israel twenty years.



John 17:1-26 Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to
heaven, and said: "Father, the hour has come. Glorify Your
Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, *"as You have
given Him authority over all flesh, that He should* give
eternal life to as many as You have given Him. 3 "And this
is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God,
and Jesus Christ whom You have sent. *"I have glorified
You on the earth. I have finished the work which You have
given Me to do. 5 "And now, O Father, glorify Me together
with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before
the world was. ¢ "I have manifested Your name to the men
whom You have given Me out of the world. They were
Yours, You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your
word. 7"Now they have known that all things which You
have given Me are from You. ®"For I have given to them
the words which You have given Me; and they have re-
ceived them, and have known surely that I came forth from
You; and they have believed that You sent Me. * "I pray for
them. I do not pray for the world but for those whom You
have given Me, for they are Yours. * "And all Mine are
Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I am glorified in them. "
"Now I am no longer in the world, but these are in the

world, and I come to You. Holy Father, keep through Your
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name those whom You have given Me', that they may be
one as We are. > "While I was with them in the world", I
kept them in Your name. Those whom You gave Me I have
kept*; and none of them is lost except the son of perdition,
that the Scripture might be fulfilled. » "But now I come
to You, and these things I speak in the world, that they
may have My joy fulfilled in themselves. "I have given
them Your word; and the world has hated them because
they are not of the world, just as I am not of the world. *
"I do not pray that You should take them out of the world,
but that You should keep them from the evil one. * "They
are not of the world, just as I am not of the world. 7
"Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truch. *"As
You sent Me into the world, I also have sent them into the
world. " "And for their sakes I sanctify Myself, that they
also may be sanctified by the truth. *° "I do not pray for
these alone, but also for those who will' believe in Me
through their word; * "that they all may be one, as You,
Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one
in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me. >
"And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that
they may be one just as We are one: "l in them, and You

in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the
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world may know that You have sent Me, and have loved
them as You have loved Me. ** "Father, I desire that they
also whom You gave Me may be with Me where I am, that
they may behold My g]ory which You have given Me; for
You loved Me before the foundation of the world. » "O
righteous Father! The world has not known You, but 1
have known You; and these have known that You sent Me.
2 "And I have declared to them Your name, and will de-
clare it, that the love with which You loved Me may be in

them, and I in them."
