Therefore, as a called servant of 
Christ and by His authority, I forgive you all your 
sins in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit. 
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p Let us pray . . . Almighty and everlasting God, You 

sent Your Son, our savior Jesus Christ, to take upon 
Himself our flesh and to suffer death upon the 
cross. Mercifully grant that we may follow the ex-
ample of His great humility and patience and be 
made partakers of His resurrection ; through the 
same Jesus Christ , our Lord, who lives and reigns 
with You and the Holy Spirit , one God now and 
forever.  
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Zechariah 9:9-12   9 "Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! 
Shout, O daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your King is 
coming to you; He is just and having salvation, Lowly and 
riding on a donkey, A colt, the foal of a donkey.  10 I will 
cut off the chariot from Ephraim And the horse from Je-
rusalem; The battle bow shall be cut off. He shall speak 
peace to the nations; His dominion shall be`from sea to 
sea, And from the River to the ends of the earth1.'  11 "As 
for you also, Because of the blood of your covenant, I will 
set your prisoners free from the waterless pit.  12 Return to 
the stronghold, You prisoners of hope.

Philippians 2:5-11   5 Let this mind be in you which was al-
so in Christ Jesus,  6 who, being in the form of God, did 
not consider it robbery to be equal with God,  7 but made 
Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondser-
vant, and coming in the likeness of men.  8 And being 
found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and 
became obedient to the point of death, even the death of 
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the cross.  9 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him 
and given Him the name which is above every name,  10 
that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those 
in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the 
earth,  11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus 
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 

 

John 12:12-16   12 The next day a great multitude that had 
come to the feast, when they heard that Jesus was coming 
to Jerusalem,  13 took branches of palm trees and went out 
to meet Him, and cried out: "Hosanna!`Blessed is He who 
comes in the name of the LORD1!' The King of Israel!"  14 
Then Jesus, when He had found a young donkey, sat on it; 
as it is written:  15 "Fear not, daughter of Zion; Behold, 
your King is coming, Sitting on a donkey's colt1."  16 His 
disciples did not understand these things at first; but 
when Jesus was glorified, then they remembered that these 
things were written about Him and that they had done 
these things to Him.
