p Beloved of God: let us draw near with a true heart 
 and confess our sins to God our Father, asking 
 Him, in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to 
 grant us forgiveness. 
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all Almighty God, our Maker and Redeemer:  we con-
 fess that we are sinful by nature, and have sinned 
 against You in our thoughts, words, and actions. 
 We have not loved You above all things.  We have 
 not loved our neighbors as ourselves. Have mercy 
 on us, and, for the sake of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
 forgive us our sins. 

p God, our heavenly Father, has been merciful to us 
 and has given His only Son to be the atoning sacri-
 fice for our sins.  Therefore, as a called servant of 
 Christ and by His authority, I forgive you all your 
 sins in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
 the Holy Spirit. 
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p Let us pray . . . Almighty and everlasting God, You 

have given us grace to acknowledge the glory of the 
eternal Trinity by the confession of a true faith and 
to worship the Unity in the power of the Divine 
Majesty. Keep us steadfast in this faith and defend 
us from all adversities; for You, O Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit, live and reign, one God, now and for-
ever.  
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Isaiah 6:1-8  In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the 
Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train 
of His robe filled the temple.  2 Above it stood seraphim; 
each one had six wings: with two he covered his face, with 
two he covered his feet, and with two he flew.  3 And one 
cried to another and said: "Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of 
hosts; The whole earth is full of His glory!"  4 And the 
posts of the door were shaken by the voice of him who 
cried out, and the house was filled with smoke.  5 So I said: 
"Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of un-
clean lips, And I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean 
lips; For my eyes have seen the King, The LORD of hosts."  
6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand 
a live coal which he had taken with the tongs from the al-
tar.

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John 3:1-17  There was a man of the Pharisees named Nico-
demus, a ruler of the Jews.  2 This man came to Jesus by 
night and said to Him, "Rabbi, we know that You are a 
teacher come from God; for no one can do these signs that 
You do unless God is with him."  3 Jesus answered and said 
to him, "Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born 
again, he cannot see the kingdom of God."  4 Nicodemus 
said to Him, "How can a man be born when he is old? Can 
he enter a second time into his mother's womb and be 
born?"  5 Jesus answered, "Most assuredly, I say to you, un-
less one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter 
the kingdom of God.  6 "That which is born of the flesh is 
flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.  7 "Do 
not marvel that I said to you,`You must be born again.'  8 
"The wind blows where it wishes, and you hear the sound 
of it, but cannot tell where it comes from and where it 
goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit."  9 Nicode-
mus answered and said to Him, "How can these things 
be?"  10 Jesus answered and said to him, "Are you the teach-
er of Israel, and do not know these things?  11 "Most assur-
edly, I say to you, We speak what We know and testify 
what We have seen, and you do not receive Our witness.  12 
"If I have told you earthly things and you do not believe, 
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how will you believe if I tell you heavenly things?  13 "No 
one has ascended to heaven but He who came down from 
heaven, that is, the Son of Man who is in heaven1.  14 "And 
as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so 
must the Son of Man be lifted up,  15 "that whoever be-
lieves in Him should not perish but1 have eternal life.  16 
"For God so loved the world that He gave His only begot-
ten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish 
but have everlasting life.  17 "For God did not send His Son 
into the world to condemn the world, but that the world 
through Him might be saved. 

 

p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and 
 keep it! 
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Note: In this context the word catholic means universal. Thus when we 
talk about the catholic faith we mean the one and only true faith which 
God has given to us in His word. 

 

P Whoever desires to be saved must, above all, hold 
the catholic faith.  

C Whoever does not keep it whole and undefiled will 
without doubt perish eternally.  

P And the catholic faith is this, that we worship one 
God in trinity and Trinity in unity, neither confusing the 
persons nor dividing the substance.  

C For the Father is one person, the Son is another, 
and the Holy Spirit is another.  
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P But the Godhead of the Father and of the Son and 
of the Holy Spirit is one: the glory equal, the majesty coe-
ternal.  

C Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such is 
the Holy Spirit:  

P the Father uncreated, the Son uncreated, the Holy 
Spirit uncreated; the Father infinite, the Son infinite, the 
Holy Spirit infinite;  

C the Father eternal, the Son eternal, the Holy Spirit 
eternal.  

P And yet there are not three Eternals, but one Eter-
nal, just as there are not three Uncreated or three Infin-
ites,  

C but one Uncreated and one Infinite.  

P In the same way, the Father is almighty, the Son al-
mighty, the Holy Spirit almighty;  

C and yet there are not three Almighties but one Al-
mighty.  Amen
