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p In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
 Holy Spirit. 

 
 

p Beloved of God: let us draw near with a true heart 
and confess our sins to God our Father, asking 
Him, in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to 
grant us forgiveness.  
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all Holy and merciful Father, I confess that I am by 
nature sinful and that I have disobeyed you in my 
thoughts, words, and actions. I have done what is 
evil and failed to do what is good. for this I deserve 
your punishment both now and in eternity. But I 
am truly sorry for my sins, and trusting in my Sav-
ior Jesus Christ, I pray: Lord, have mercy on me, a 
sinner.  

 

 
p God, our heavenly Father, has been merciful to us 

and has given His only Son to be the atoning sacri-
fice for our sins.  Therefore, as a called servant of 
Christ and by His authority, I forgive you all your 
sins in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit.  
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p In the peace of forgiveness, let us praise the Lord.  
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p The Lord be with you. 

 
p Let us pray . . .  Heavenly Father, You have granted 

us wisdom in your word, enlighten the hearts of 
your people that we may grow in understanding of 
your creation and your word; through  Jesus Christ, 
Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You 
and the Holy Spirit, one God now and forever.   

 
 

Acts 2:37-41   37 Now when they heard this, they were cut 
to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, 
"Men and brethren, what shall we do?"  38 Then Peter said 
to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in 
the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you 
shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  39 "For the prom-
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ise is to you and to your children, and to all who are afar 
off, as many as the Lord our God will call."  40 And with 
many other words he testified and exhorted them, saying, 
"Be saved from this perverse generation."  41 Then those 
who gladly1 received his word were baptized; and that day 
about three thousand souls were added to them. 

 

Luke 18:15-17   15 Then they also brought infants to Him 
that He might touch them; but when the disciples saw it, 
they rebuked them.  16 But Jesus called them to Him and 
said, "Let the little children come to Me, and do not for-
bid them; for of such is the kingdom of God.  17 "Assuredly, 
I say to you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of 
God as a little child will by no means enter it." 

 

p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and 
 keep it! 
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Note: In this context the word catholic means universal. Thus when we 
talk about the catholic faith we mean the one and only true faith which 
God has given to us in His word. 

P So the Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy 
Spirit is God;  

C and yet there are not three Gods, but one God.  

P So the Father is Lord, the Son is Lord, the Holy 
Spirit is Lord;  

C and yet there are not three Lords, but one Lord.  

P Just as we are compelled by the Christian truth to 
acknowledge each distinct person as God and Lord, so al-
so are we prohibited by the catholic religion to say that 
there are three Gods or Lords.  

C The Father is not made nor created nor begotten 
by anyone.  

P The Son is neither made nor created, but begotten 
of the Father alone.  

C The Holy Spirit is of the Father and of the Son, 
neither made nor created nor begotten but proceeding.  
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P Thus, there is one Father, not three Fathers; one 
Son, not three Sons; one Holy Spirit, not three Holy Spir-
its.  

C And in this Trinity none is before or after another;  

P none is greater or less than another; but the whole 
three persons are coeternal with each other so that in all 
things, as has been stated above, the Trinity in Unity and 
Unity in Trinity is to be worshiped.  

C Therefore, whoever desires to be saved must think 
thus about the Trinity. Amen 
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Proverbs 9:10-12   10 "The fear of the LORD is the begin-
ning of wisdom, And the knowledge of the Holy One is 
understanding.  11 For by me your days will be multiplied, 
And years of life will be added to you.  12 If you are wise, 
you are wise for yourself, And if you scoff, you will bear it 
alone." 
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As the prospering hand hath blest,  
May we give Thee all our best.  
And by deeds of kindly love,  
for Thy mercies grateful prove,  
Singing thus through all our days,  
Praise to God , immortal praise.
