2 Corinthians 8:1-8,13-15 Morcover, brethren, we make
known to you the grace of God bestowed on the churches

of Macedonia: > thatin a great trial of affliction the abun-



dance of their joy and their deep poverty abounded in the
riches of their liberality. 3 For I bear witness that accord-
ing to their ability, yes, and beyond their ability, they were
freely willing, # imploring us with much urgency that we
would receive' the gift and the fellowship of the minister-
ing to the saints. > And not only as we had hoped, but
they first gave themselves to the Lord, and then to us by
the will of God. ¢ So we urged Titus, that as he had be-
gun, so he would also complete this grace in you as well. 7
But as you abound in everything-- in faith, in speech, in
knowledge, in all diligence, and in your love for us-- see
that you abound in this grace also. ®I speak not by com-
mandment, but I am testing the sincerity of your love by
the diligence of others. ¥ For you know the grace of our
Lord Jesus Christ, that though He was rich, yet for your
sakes He became poor, that you through His poverty

might become rich.

5 For I do not mean that others should be eased and you
burdened; " but by an equality, thar now at this time your
abundance may supply their lack, that their abundance al-
so may supply your lack-- that there may be equality. 5 As
it is written, "He who gathered much had nothing left

over, and he who gathered little had no lack..

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THE NICENE CREED

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Sermon
Mark 5:21-43 * Now when Jesus had crossed over again by

boat to the other side, a great multitude gathered to Him;
and He was by the sea. * And behold, one of the rulers of
the synagogue came, Jairus by name. And when he saw
Him, he fell at His feet » and begged Him ecarnestly, say-
ing, "My little daughter lies at the point of death. Come
and lay Your hands on her, that she may be healed, and she
will live." * So Jesus went with him, and a great multitude
followed Him and thronged Him. » Now a certain wom-
an had a flow of blood for twelve years, ** and had
suffered many things from many physicians. She had spent
all that she had and was no better, but rather grew worse.
7 When she heard about Jesus, she came behind Him in
the crowd and touched His garment. * For she said, "If
only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made well" * Im-
mediately the fountain of her blood was dried up, and she
felt in her body that she was healed of the affliction. *
And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that power
had gone out of Him, turned around in the crowd and
said, "Who touched My clothes?" 3 But His disciples said

to Him, "You see the multitude thronging You, and You

say, Who touched Me?" 3* And He looked around to see
her who had done this thing. » But the woman, fearing
and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came
and fell down before Him and told Him the whole truth.
# And He said to her, "Daughter, your faith has made you
well. Go in peace, and be healed of your affliction.” »
While He was still speaking, some came from the ruler of
the synagogue's house who said, "Your daughter is dead.
Why trouble the Teacher any further?" 3* As soon as Jesus
heard the word that was spoken, He said to the ruler of
the synagogue, "Do not be afraid; only believe." ¥ And He
permitted no one to follow Him except Peter, James, and
John the brother of James. 3 Then He came to the house
of the ruler of the synagogue, and saw a tumult and those
who wept and wailed loudly. » When He came in, He said
to them, "Why make this commotion and weep? The child
is not dead, but sleeping.” * And they ridiculed Him. But
when He had put them all outside, He took the father and
the mother of the child, and those who were with Him, and
entered where the child was lying. + Then He took the
child by the hand, and said to her, "Talitha, cumi," which
is translated, "Little girl, T say to you, arise." # Immediate-

ly the girl arose and walked, for she was twelve years of
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age. And they were overcome with great amazement.
But He commanded them strictly that no one should

know it, and said that something should be given her to eat.
