THE WORD

2 Kings 6:8-23 Now the king of Syria was making war
against Israel; and he consulted with his servants, saying,
“My camp will be in such and such a place.” 9 And the
man of God sent to the king of Israel, saying, “Beware
that you do not pass this place, for the Syrians are coming
down there.” 10 Then the king of Israel sent someone to

the place of which the man of God had told him. Thus

he warned him, and he was watchful there, not just once



or twice. 11 Therefore the heart of the king of Syria was
greatly troubled by this thing; and he called his servants
and said to them, “Will you not show me which of us is
for the king of Isracl?” 12 And one of his servants said,
“None, my lord, O king; but Elisha, the prophet who is

in Israel, tells the king of Israel the words that you speak
in your bedroom.” 13 So he said, “Go and see where he is,
that [ may send and get him.” And it was told him, saying,
“Surely he is in Dothan.” 14 Therefore he sent horses and
chariots and a great army there, and they came by night
and surrounded the city. 15 And when the servant of the
man of God arose early and went out, there was an army,
surrounding the city with horses and chariots. And his
servant said to him, “Alas, my master! What shall we do?”
16 So he answered, “Do not fear, for those who are with us
are more than those who are with them.” 17 And Elisha
prayed, and said, “LORD, I pray, open his eyes that he may
see.” Then the LORD opened the eyes of the young man,
and he saw. And behold, the mountain was full of horses
and chariots of fire all around Elisha. 18 So when the
Syrians came down to him, Elisha prayed to the LORD,
and said, “Strike this people, I pray, with blindness.” And



He struck them with blindness according to the word of
Elisha. 19 Now Elisha said to them, “This is not the way,
nor is this the city. Follow me, and I will bring you to the
man whom you seck.” But he led them to Samaria. 20 So
it was, when they had come to Samaria, that Elisha said,
“LORD, open the eyes of these men, that they may see.”
And the LORD opened their eyes, and they saw; and there
they were, inside Samaria! 21 Now when the king of Isracl
saw them, he said to Elisha, “My facher, shall T kill them?
Shall T kill them?” 22 But he answered, “You shall not kill
them. Would you kill those whom you have taken captive
with your sword and your bow? Set food and water before
them, that they may eat and drink and go to their master.”
23 Then he prepared a great feast for them; and after they
ate and drank, he sent them away and they went to their
master. So the bands of Syrian raiders came no more into

the land of Tsrael.

Romans 8:28-39 And we know that all things work
together for good to those who love God, to those who
are the called according to His purpose. 29 For whom He
foreknew, He also predestined to be conformed to the

image of His Son, that He might be the firstborn among



many brethren. 30 Moreover whom He predestined, these
He also called; whom He called, these He also justified;
and whom He justified, these He also glorified. 31 What
then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can
be against us? 32 He who did not spare His own Son, but
delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him
also freely give us all things? 33 Who shall bring a charge
against God’s elect? It is God who justifies. 34 Who is he
who condemns? It is Christ who died, and furthermore

is also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, who
also makes intercession for us. 35 Who shall separate us
from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?
36 As it is written: “For Your sake we are killed all day
long; We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter” 37 Yet
in all these things we are more than conquerors through
Him who loved us. 38 For I am persuaded that neicher
death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers,
nor things present nor things to come, 39 Nor height nor
depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate

us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.
