the place where they ate bread after the Lord had given 
thanks--  24 when the people therefore saw that Jesus was 
not there, nor His disciples, they also got into boats and 
came to Capernaum, seeking Jesus.  25 And when they 
found Him on the other side of the sea, they said to Him, 
"Rabbi, when did You come here?"  26 Jesus answered them

32 Then Je-
sus said to them, "Most assuredly, I say to you, Moses did 
not give you the bread from heaven, but My Father gives 
you the true bread from heaven.  33 "For the bread of God 
is He who comes down from heaven and gives life to the 
world."  34 Then they said to Him, "Lord, give us this bread 
always."  35 And Jesus said to them, "I am the bread of life. 
He who comes to Me shall never hunger, and he who be-
lieves in Me shall never thirst.
