p We have come into the presence of God, who creat-
ed us to love and serve him as his dear children. But 
we have disobeyed him and deserve only his wrath 
and punishment. Therefore, let us confess our sins 
to him and plead for his mercy.  
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all Merciful Father in heaven, I am altogether sinful 
from birth, In countless ways I have sinned against 
you and do not deserve to be called your child. But 
trusting in Jesus, my Savior, I pray; Have mercy on 
me according to your unfailing love. Cleanse me 
from my sin, and take away my guilt.  

p God, our heavenly Father, has forgiven all your sins. 
By the perfect life and innocent death of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, he has removed your guilt forever. You 
are his own dear child. May God give you strength 
to live according to his will.  
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p Let us pray . . .   O Lord, let Your merciful ears be 
open to the prayers of Your humble servants and 
grant that what they ask may be in accord with 
Your gracious will; through Jesus Christ, Your Son, 
our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the 
Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 

 
 

James 2:1-10,14-18  My brethren, do not hold the faith of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory, with partiality.  2 
For if there should come into your assembly a man with 
gold rings, in fine apparel, and there should also come in a 
poor man in filthy clothes,  3 and you pay attention to the 
one wearing the fine clothes and say to him, "You sit here 
in a good place," and say to the poor man, "You stand 
there," or, "Sit here at my footstool,"  4 have you not shown 
partiality among yourselves, and become judges with evil 
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thoughts?  5 Listen, my beloved brethren: Has God not 
chosen the poor of this world to be rich in faith and heirs 
of the kingdom which He promised to those who love 
Him?  6 But you have dishonored the poor man. Do not 
the rich oppress you and drag you into the courts?  7 Do 
they not blaspheme that noble name by which you are 
called?  8 If you really fulfill the royal law according to the 
Scripture, "You shall love your neighbor as yourself1," you 
do well;  9 but if you show partiality, you commit sin, and 
are convicted by the law as transgressors.  10 For whoever 
shall keep the whole law, and yet stumble in one point, he 
is guilty of all. . . 14 What does it profit, my brethren, if 
someone says he has faith but does not have works? Can 
faith save him?  15 If a brother or sister is naked and desti-
tute of daily food,  16 and one of you says to them, "Depart 
in peace, be warmed and filled," but you do not give them 
the things which are needed for the body, what does it 
profit?  17 Thus also faith by itself, if it does not have 
works, is dead.  18 But someone will say, "You have faith, 
and I have works." Show me your faith without your1 

works, and I will show you my faith by my2 works. 
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Mark 7:31-37   31 Again, departing from the region of Tyre 
and Sidon, He came through the midst of the region of 
Decapolis to the Sea of Galilee.  32 Then they brought to 
Him one who was deaf and had an impediment in his 
speech, and they begged Him to put His hand on him.  33 
And He took him aside from the multitude, and put His 
fingers in his ears, and He spat and touched his tongue.  34 
Then, looking up to heaven, He sighed, and said to him, 
"Ephphatha," that is, "Be opened."  35 Immediately his ears 
were opened, and the impediment of his tongue was 
loosed, and he spoke plainly.  36 Then He commanded 
them that they should tell no one; but the more He com-
manded them, the more widely they proclaimed it.  37 And 
they were astonished beyond measure, saying, "He has 
done all things well. He makes both the deaf to hear and 
the mute to speak."
