7 "But
when you hear of wars and rumors of wars, do not be
troubled; for such things must happen, but the end is not
yet. ®"For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom
against kingdom. And there will be earthquakes in various
places, and there will be famines and troubles’. These are
the beginnings of sorrows. ? "But watch out for your-
selves, for they will deliver you up to councils, and you
will be beaten in the synagogues. You will be brought' be-
fore rulers and kings for My sake, for a testimony to them.
*"And the gospel must first be preached to all the nations.
" "But when they arrest you and deliver you up, do not
worry beforchand, or premeditate’ what you will speak.
But whatever is given you in that hour, speak that; for it is
not you who speak, but the Holy Spirit. **"Now brother
will betray brother to death, and a facher his child; and
children will rise up against parents and cause them to be
put to deach. ¥ "And you will be hated by all for My

name's sake. But he who endures to the end shall be saved.

SERMON

Hebrews ro:11-25 " And every priest stands ministering
daily and oﬁéring repeatedly the same sacrifices, which
can never take away sins. " But this Man, after He had
offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right
hand of God, » from that time waiting till His enemies
are made His footstool. “ For by one offering He has per-
fected forever those who are being sanctified. 5 But the
Holy Spirit also witnesses to us; for after He had said be-
fore, " This is the covenant that I will make with them

after those days, says the LORD: I will put My laws into

their hearts, and in their minds I will write them"," 7 then
He adds, "Their sins and their lawless deeds I will remem-
ber no more'." *® Now where there is remission of these,
there is no longer an offering for sin. * Therefore, breth-
ren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of
Jesus, ** by a new and living way which He consecrated
for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, * and having a
High Priest over the house of God, * let us draw near
with a true heart in full assurance of faich, having our
hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies
washed with pure water. » Let us hold fast the confession
of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is
faithful. ** And let us consider one another in order to stir
up love and good works, * not forsaking the assembling
of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but ex-
horting one another, and so much the more as you see the

Day approaching.
