But 
we have disobeyed him and deserve only his wrath 
and punishment. Therefore, let us confess our sins 
to him and plead for his mercy.  
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all Merciful Father in heaven, I am altogether sinful 
from birth, In countless ways I have sinned against 
you and do not deserve to be called your child. But 
trusting in Jesus, my Savior, I pray; Have mercy on 
me according to your unfailing love. Cleanse me 
from my sin, and take away my guilt.  

 

p God, our heavenly Father, has forgiven all your sins. 
By the perfect life and innocent death of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, he has removed your guilt forever. You 
are his own dear child. May God give you strength 
to live according to his will.

p Let us pray . . .   Stir up Your power, O Lord, and 
come and help us by Your might, that the sins 
which weigh us down may be quickly lifted by Your 
grace and mercy; for You live and reign with the Fa-
ther  and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forev-
er. 

 

Hebrews 10:5-10   5 Therefore, when He came into the 
world, He said: "Sacrifice and offering You did not desire, 
But a body You have prepared for Me.  6 In burnt offerings 
and sacrifices for sin You had no pleasure.  7 Then I 
said,`Behold, I have come-- In the volume of the book it is 
written of Me-- To do Your will, O God1.'"  8 Previously 
saying, "Sacrifice and offering, burnt offerings, and offer-
ings for sin You did not desire, nor had pleasure in 
them" (which are offered according to the law),  9 then He 
said, "Behold, I have come to do Your will, O God1." He 
takes away the first that He may establish the second.  10 
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By that will we have been sanctified through the offering 
of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. 

 

Luke 1:39-45   39 Now Mary arose in those days and went 
into the hill country with haste, to a city of Judah,  40 and 
entered the house of Zacharias and greeted Elizabeth.  41 
And it happened, when Elizabeth heard the greeting of 
Mary, that the babe leaped in her womb; and Elizabeth 
was filled with the Holy Spirit.  42 Then she spoke out with 
a loud voice and said, "Blessed are you among women, and 
blessed is the fruit of your womb!  43 "But why is this grant-
ed to me, that the mother of my Lord should come to me?  
44 "For indeed, as soon as the voice of your greeting sound-
ed in my ears, the babe leaped in my womb for joy.  45 
"Blessed is she who believed, for there will be a fulfillment 
of those things which were told her from the Lord." 

 

p  Blessed are they who hear the word of God and 
keep it.

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Micah 5:2-5   2 "But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, Though you 
are little among the thousands of Judah, Yet out of you 
shall come forth to Me The One to be Ruler in Israel, 
Whose goings forth are from of old, From everlasting."  3 
Therefore He shall give them up, Until the time that she 
who is in labor has given birth; Then the remnant of His 
brethren Shall return to the children of Israel.  4 And He 
shall stand and feed His flock In the strength of the LORD, 
In the majesty of the name of the LORD His God; And 
they shall abide, For now He shall be great To the ends of 
the earth;  5 And this One shall be peace.  

 

Although the people of Isreal would be scattered, yet God 
would raise up a shepherd. This shepherd would gather 
those who are the children of Abraham by faith. He will 
rule not by strength of arms but through the preaching of

Grant us, then, the grace of giving with a spirit large and 
true that our life and all our living we may consecrate to 
you.
