You wonderfully created us and in the incarnation 
of Your Son yet more wondrously restored our hu-
man nature. Grant that we may ever be alive in 
Him who made Himself to be like us; who lives and 
reigns with You and the Holy Spirit, one God, now 
and forever. 

 
 

Exodus 13:1-3a,11-15  Then the LORD spoke to Moses, say-
ing,  2 "Consecrate to Me all the firstborn, whatever opens 
the womb among the children of Israel, both of man and 
beast; it is Mine."  3 And Moses said to the people: 
"Remember this day in which you went out of Egypt, out 
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of the house of bondage; for by strength of hand the 
LORD brought you out of this place.   
11 "And it shall be, when the LORD brings you into the 
land of the Canaanites, as He swore to you and your fa-
thers, and gives it to you,  12 "that you shall set apart to the 
LORD all that open the womb, that is, every firstborn 
that comes from an animal which you have; the males shall 
be the LORD'S.  13 "But every firstborn of a donkey you 
shall redeem with a lamb; and if you will not redeem it, 
then you shall break its neck. And all the firstborn of man 
among your sons you shall redeem.  14 "So it shall be, when 
your son asks you in time to come, saying,`What is this?' 
that you shall say to him,`By strength of hand the LORD 
brought us out of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.  15 
`And it came to pass, when Pharaoh was stubborn about 
letting us go, that the LORD killed all the firstborn in the 
land of Egypt, both the firstborn of man and the firstborn 
of beast. Therefore I sacrifice to the LORD all males that 
open the womb, but all the firstborn of my sons I redeem.' 

 

Luke 2:22-40   22 Now when the days of her purification 
according to the law of Moses were completed, they 
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brought Him to Jerusalem to present Him to the Lord  23 
(as it is written in the law of the Lord, "Every male who 
opens the womb shall be called holy to the LORD1 "),  24 
and to offer a sacrifice according to what is said in the law 
of the Lord, "A pair of turtledoves or two young pigeons1."  
25 And behold, there was a man in Jerusalem whose name 
was Simeon, and this man was just and devout, waiting for 
the Consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit was upon 
him.  26 And it had been revealed to him by the Holy Spir-
it that he would not see death before he had seen the 
Lord's Christ.  27 So he came by the Spirit into the temple. 
And when the parents brought in the Child Jesus, to do 
for Him according to the custom of the law,  28 he took 
Him up in his arms and blessed God and said:  29 "Lord, 
now You are letting Your servant depart in peace, Accord-
ing to Your word;  30 For my eyes have seen Your salvation  
31 Which You have prepared before the face of all peoples,  
32 A light to bring revelation to the Gentiles, And the glory 
of Your people Israel."  33 And Joseph and His mother1 mar-
veled at those things which were spoken of Him.  34 Then 
Simeon blessed them, and said to Mary His mother, 
"Behold, this Child is destined for the fall and rising of 
many in Israel, and for a sign which will be spoken against  
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35 "(yes, a sword will pierce through your own soul also), 
that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed."  36 Now 
there was one, Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phan-
uel, of the tribe of Asher. She was of a great age, and had 
lived with a husband seven years from her virginity;  37 and 
this woman was a widow of about eighty-four years1, who 
did not depart from the temple, but served God with fast-
ings and prayers night and day.  38 And coming in that in-
stant she gave thanks to the Lord1, and spoke of Him to all 
those who looked for redemption in Jerusalem.  39 So when 
they had performed all things according to the law of the 
Lord, they returned to Galilee, to their own city, Nazareth.  
40 And the Child grew and became strong in spirit1, filled 
with wisdom; and the grace of God was upon Him.
