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 Psalm 119:97–104  

The Lord Jesus “grew and became strong” (Luke 2:40); He “increased 
in wisdom and in stature and in favor with God and man” (Luke 
2:52). As His body grew and developed, His mind also increased in 
knowledge and understanding. For as our brother in the flesh, that 
we might “have redemption through his blood” (Eph. 1:7), He lived 
by faith in the Word of His Father. Thus, He was catechized by His 
parents, who took Him up “to Jerusalem every year at the Feast of 
the Passover” (Luke 2:41); when He was of age, He gave attention to 
the Holy Scriptures in His Father’s house (Luke 2:46, 49). Christ 
Jesus is still found in His Church, in “the word of truth, the gospel,” 
by which we are adopted by His Father and sealed with His Spirit 
(Eph. 1:5, 13). Thus do we gain “an understanding mind” to go about 
our vocations, discerning “between good and evil” (1 Kings 3:9). And 
so do we also go up to Jerusalem, to stand “before the ark of the 
covenant of the Lord” (1 Kings 3:15), that is, in the Holy Commun-
ion of His body and blood.

Therefore, as a called servant of 
Christ and by His authority, I forgive you all your 
sins in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit.  
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p In the peace of forgiveness, let us praise the Lord.  
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p The Lord be with you. 

 
p Let us pray . . .   Almighty God, You have poured 

into our hearts the true Light of your incarnate 
Word. Grant that this Light may shine forth in our 
lives: through the same Jesus Christ, Your Son, our 
Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy 
Spirit, one God, now and forever. 

 

 

1 Kings 3:4-15   4 Now the king went to Gibeon to sacrifice 
there, for that was the great high place: Solomon offered a 
thousand burnt offerings on that altar.  5 At Gibeon the 
LORD appeared to Solomon in a dream by night; and 
God said, "Ask! What shall I give you?"  6 And Solomon 
said: "You have shown great mercy to Your servant David 
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my father, because he walked before You in truth, in right-
eousness, and in uprightness of heart with You; You have 
continued this great kindness for him, and You have given 
him a son to sit on his throne, as it is this day.  7 "Now, O 
LORD my God, You have made Your servant king instead 
of my father David, but I am a little child; I do not know 
how to go out or come in.  8 "And Your servant is in the 
midst of Your people whom You have chosen, a great peo-
ple, too numerous to be numbered or counted.  9 
"Therefore give to Your servant an understanding heart to 
judge Your people, that I may discern between good and 
evil. For who is able to judge this great people of Yours?"  
10 The speech pleased the Lord, that Solomon had asked 
this thing.  11 Then God said to him: "Because you have 
asked this thing, and have not asked long life for yourself, 
nor have asked riches for yourself, nor have asked the life 
of your enemies, but have asked for yourself understand-
ing to discern justice,  12 "behold, I have done according to 
your words; see, I have given you a wise and understand-
ing heart, so that there has not been anyone like you be-
fore you, nor shall any like you arise after you.  13 "And I 
have also given you what you have not asked: both riches 
and honor, so that there shall not be anyone like you 
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among the kings all your days.  14 "So if you walk in My 
ways, to keep My statutes and My commandments, as 
your father David walked, then I will lengthen your days."  
15 Then Solomon awoke; and indeed it had been a dream. 
And he came to Jerusalem and stood before the ark of the 
covenant of the LORD, offered up burnt offerings, offered 
peace offerings, and made a feast for all his servants.  

 

Ephesians 1:3-14   3 Blessed be the God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual 
blessing in the heavenly places in Christ,  4 just as He chose 
us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we 
should be holy and without blame before Him in love,  5 
having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ 
to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will,  6 
to the praise of the glory of His grace, by which He has 
made us accepted in the Beloved.  7 In Him we have re-
demption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, ac-
cording to the riches of His grace  8 which He made to 
abound toward us in all wisdom and prudence,  9 having 
made known to us the mystery of His will, according to 
His good pleasure which He purposed in Himself,  10 that

in the dispensation of the fullness of the times He might 
gather together in one all things in Christ, both1 which are 
in heaven and which are on earth-- in Him.  11 In Him also 
we have obtained an inheritance, being predestined ac-
cording to the purpose of Him who works all things ac-
cording to the counsel of His will,  12 that we who first 
trusted in Christ should be to the praise of His glory.  13 In 
Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, 
the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having be-
lieved, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise,  14 
who1 is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemp-
tion of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glo-
ry. 

 

p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and 
 keep it! 
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I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heav-
en and earth and of all things visible and invisible. 

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of 
God, begotten of His Father before all worlds, God of 
God, Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten, not 
made, being of one substance with the Father, by Whom 
all things were made; Who for us men and for our salva-
tion came down from heaven and was incarnate by the 
Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary and was made man; and 
was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate.  He suffered 
and was buried.  And the third day He rose again accord-
ing to the Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at 
the right hand of the Father.  And He will come again 
with glory to judge both the living and the dead, Whose 
kingdom will have no end.  

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of 
life, Who proceeds from the Father and the Son, Who 
with the Father and Son together is worshiped and glori-
fied, Who spoke by the prophets.  And I believe in one ho-
ly Christian and apostolic Church, I acknowledge one 
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Baptism for the remission of sins, And I look for the res-
urrection of the dead and the life of the world to come.

Luke 2:40-52   40 And the Child grew and became strong in 
spirit1, filled with wisdom; and the grace of God was upon 
Him.  41 His parents went to Jerusalem every year at the 
Feast of the Passover.  42 And when He was twelve years 
old, they went up to Jerusalem according to the custom of 
the feast.  43 When they had finished the days, as they re-
turned, the Boy Jesus lingered behind in Jerusalem. And 
Joseph and His mother1 did not know it;  44 but supposing 
Him to have been in the company, they went a day's jour-
ney, and sought Him among their relatives and acquaint-
ances.  45 So when they did not find Him, they returned to 
Jerusalem, seeking Him.  46 Now so it was that after three 
days they found Him in the temple, sitting in the midst of 
the teachers, both listening to them and asking them 
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questions.  47 And all who heard Him were astonished at 
His understanding and answers.

Look, Your father and 
I have sought You anxiously."  49 And He said to them,

went down with them and came to Nazareth, and was 
subject to them, but His mother kept all these things in 
her heart.  52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, 
and in favor with God and men.

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on earth and hosts of heaven, we praise your holy 
name and join their glorious song;

trayed, took bread;  and when He had given thanks, He 
broke it and gave it to His disciples, saying, “Take and eat; 
This is My body, which is given for you.  Do this in re-
membrance of Me.” 

 Then He took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to 
them, saying, “Drink from it, all of you; this is My blood 
of the new covenant, which is poured out for you for the 
forgiveness of sins. Do this, whenever you drink it, in re-
membrance of Me.”
