Create in us new and con-
trite hearts that lamenting our sins and acknowl-
edging our wretchedness we may receive from You 
full pardon and forgiveness; through Jesus Christ, 
Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You 
and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 
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(Short summary of John 13) Now on the first day of un-
leavened bread when the Passover lamb must be killed, 
Jesus sat down with the twelve in an upper room And 
there was rivalry among them, who would be considered 
the greatest. Jesus, rose from supper and laid aside His 
garments, took a towel and girded Himself. After that, He 
poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples' 
feet, and to wipe them with the towel with which He was 
girded. 

Then He came to Simon Peter. And Peter said to Him, 
"Lord, are You washing my feet?" Jesus answered and said 
to him, "What I am doing you do not understand now, but 
you will know after this." Peter said to Him, "You shall 
never wash my feet!" Jesus answered him, "If I do not wash 
you, you have no part with Me." Simon Peter said to Him, 
"Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head!" 
Jesus said to him, "He who is bathed needs only to wash 
his feet, but is completely clean; and you are clean, but 
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not all of you." For He knew who would betray Him. So 
when He had washed their feet, taken His garments, and 
sat down again, He said to them, "If I your Lord and 
Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash 
one another's feet. "For I have given you an example, that 
you should do as I have done to you. "Most assuredly, I say 
to you, a servant is not greater than his master; nor is he 
who is sent greater than he who sent him. "If you know 
these things, happy are you if you do them”. 

  When Jesus had spoken these words, they sang a 
hymn and went out to the Mount of  Olives as He was ac-
customed.  And  Jesus said to them, "You will all fall away 
because of Me this night, for it is  written: 'I will strike the 
Shepherd, and the sheep of the flock will be  scattered.'  
But after I have been raised, I will go before you to Gali-
lee."  

But Peter answered and said to Him, "Even though all may 
fall away  because of You, I will never fall away."  

And Jesus said to him, "Truly I say to you that today, even 
this night,  before the rooster crows twice, you will deny 
Me three times."  

But Peter spoke more vehemently: "Even if I have to die 
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with You, I  will not deny You."  And so said all the disci-
ples.  

They went over the brook Kidron, and they came to a gar-
den named  Gethsemane.  When He came to the place, Je-
sus said to His disciples: "Sit  here while I go and pray over 
there.  Pray that you may not enter into  temptation."  

And He took with Him Peter and the two sons of Zebe-
dee, James and  John, and He was withdrawn from the 
others about a stone's throw.  And  He began to be sor-
rowful, troubled, and deeply distressed.  Then He said to  
them, "My soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even to death.  
Stay here and  watch with Me."  

And He went a little farther, and He knelt down.  He fell 
to the ground  on His face and prayed, that if it were pos-
sible, the hour might pass from  Him.  And He said: 
"Abba, Father, all things are possible for You.  O My  Fa-
ther, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; if it is Your 
will, take this  cup away from Me.  Nevertheless, not My 
will,  but Yours, be done."  

Then an angel appeared to Him from heaven, strengthen-
ing Him.  And  being in agony He prayed more fervently; 
and His sweat became like great  drops of blood, falling 
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down to the ground.  

When He rose up from prayer, He came to His disciples 
and found  them sleeping from sorrow.  He said to Peter, 
"Simon, are you asleep?   What, could you not watch with 
Me one hour?"  He said to them, "Why do  you sleep?  
Rise, watch and pray, lest you enter into temptation.  The 
spirit  indeed is willing and ready, but the flesh is weak."  

He went away again a second time and prayed, saying the 
same  words, "O My Father, if this cup cannot pass away 
from Me unless I drink  it, Your will be done."  

And He came and found them asleep again, for their eyes 
were heavy;  and they did not know what to answer Him.  
So He left them and went away  again and prayed the 
third time, saying the same words once more.  Then  He 
came to His disciples the third time, and said to them, 
"Are you still  sleeping and resting?  It is enough.  Behold, 
the hour has come; it is at hand.   Behold, the Son of Man 
is being betrayed into the hands of sinners.  Rise up,  let 
us be going.  Behold, he who betrays Me is at hand."  

 

p Blessed are they who hear the Word of God and 
 keep it!

And He will come again 
with glory to judge both the living and the dead, Whose 
kingdom will have no end.  

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of 
life, Who proceeds from the Father and the Son, Who 
with the Father and Son together is worshiped and glori-
fied, Who spoke by the prophets.  And I believe in one ho-
ly Christian and apostolic Church, I acknowledge one 
Baptism for the remission of sins, And I look for the res-
urrection of the dead and the life of the world to come.
