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Jesus Christ Is Our Champion Against the Devil 
 
Jesus Christ, our champion against the devil, endures and over-
comes “every temptation” (Luke 4:13) on our behalf. He worships the 
Lord, His God, and serves Him only by trusting the Word of His 
Father: “You are my beloved Son; with you I am well pleased” (Luke 
3:22). Jesus’ victory is now ours through His gracious Word, which 
is not far away but near us — in our mouth and in our heart, in 
the proclamation of repentance and faith. For “with the heart one 
believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is sa-
ved” (Rom. 10:10). Our confession of Christ includes the prayer of 
faith, which is not disappointed, “for ‘everyone who calls on the name 
of the Lord will be saved’” (Rom. 10:13). The Lord is not oblivious to 
“our affliction, our toil, and our oppression” (Deut. 26:7), but has mer-
cy upon us. He has brought us out of bondage through the “signs 
and wonders” of Holy Baptism, “with a mighty hand and an outstret-
ched arm” (Deut. 26:8), and now He leads us by His Spirit even in 
the wilderness. 

Psalm 91 
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p In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
 Holy Spirit. 

  
 

p We have come into the presence of God, who creat-
ed us to love and serve him as his dear children. But 
we have disobeyed him and deserve only his wrath 
and punishment. Therefore, let us confess our sins 
to him and plead for his mercy.  
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all Merciful Father in heaven, I am altogether sinful 
from birth, In countless ways I have sinned against 
you and do not deserve to be called your child. But 
trusting in Jesus, my Savior, I pray; Have mercy on 
me according to your unfailing love. Cleanse me 
from my sin, and take away my guilt.  

 

p God, our heavenly Father, has forgiven all your sins. 
By the perfect life and innocent death of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, he has removed your guilt forever. You 
are his own dear child. May God give you strength 
to live according to his will.  
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p Let us pray . . .   O Lord God, You led Your ancient 
people through the wilderness and brought them to 
the promised land. Guide the people of Your 
Church that following our Savior we may walk 
through the wilderness of this world toward the 
glory of the world to come; through Jesus Christ, 
Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You 
and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 

 
 

Deuteronomy 26:1-9  And it shall be, when you come into 
the land which the LORD your God is giving you as an 
inheritance, and you possess it and dwell in it,  2 "that you 
shall take some of the first of all the produce of the 
ground, which you shall bring from your land that the 
LORD your God is giving you, and put it in a basket and 
go to the place where the LORD your God chooses to 
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make His name abide.  3 "And you shall go to the one who 
is priest in those days, and say to him,`I declare today to 
the LORD your God1 that I have come to the country 
which the LORD swore to our fathers to give us.'  4 "Then 
the priest shall take the basket out of your hand and set it 
down before the altar of the LORD your God.  5 "And you 
shall answer and say before the LORD your God:`My fa-
ther was a Syrian1, about to perish, and he went down to 
Egypt and dwelt there, few in number; and there he be-
came a nation, great, mighty, and populous.  6 `But the 
Egyptians mistreated us, afflicted us, and laid hard bond-
age on us.  7 `Then we cried out to the LORD God of our 
fathers, and the LORD heard our voice and looked on our 
affliction and our labor and our oppression.  8 `So the 
LORD brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand and 
with an outstretched arm, with great terror and with signs 
and wonders.  9 `He has brought us to this place and has 
given us this land, "a land flowing with milk and honey1"; 

 

Romans 10:8-13   8 But what does it say? "The word is near 
you, in your mouth and in your heart1 " (that is, the word 
of faith which we preach):  9 that if you confess with your 
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mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God 
has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.  10 For 
with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with 
the mouth confession is made unto salvation.  11 For the 
Scripture says, "Whoever believes on Him will not be put 
to shame1."  12 For there is no distinction between Jew and 
Greek, for the same Lord over all is rich to all who call up-
on Him.  13 For "whoever calls on the name of the LORD 
shall be saved1." 

p  Blessed are they who hear the word of God and 
keep it.

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Luke 4:1-13  Then Jesus, being filled with the Holy Spirit, 
returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit into1 

the wilderness,  2 being tempted for forty days by the dev-
il. And in those days He ate nothing, and afterward, when 
they had ended, He was hungry.  3 And the devil said to 
Him, "If You are the Son of God, command this stone to 
become bread."  4 But Jesus answered him, saying1, "It is 
written,`Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every 
word of God2.'"  5 Then the devil, taking Him up on a high 
mountain, showed Him1 all the kingdoms of the world in a 
moment of time.  6 And the devil said to Him, "All this 
authority I will give You, and their glory; for this has been 
delivered to me, and I give it to whomever I wish.  7 
"Therefore, if You will worship before me, all will be 
Yours."  8 And Jesus answered and said to him, "Get be-
hind Me, Satan1! For2 it is written,`You shall worship the 
LORD your God, and Him only you shall serve3.'"  9 Then 
he brought Him to Jerusalem, set Him on the pinnacle of 
the temple, and said to Him, "If You are the Son of God, 
throw Yourself down from here.  10 "For it is written:`He 
shall give His angels charge over you, To keep you,'  11 
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"and,`In their hands they shall bear you up, Lest you dash 
your foot against a stone1.'"  12 And Jesus answered and said 
to him, "It has been said,`You shall not tempt the LORD 
your God1.'"  13 Now when the devil had ended every temp-
tation, he departed from Him until an opportune time. 
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We give Thee but Thine own, Whate’er the gift may be  
All that we have is Thine alone, A trust, O Lord, from 
Thee.  May we Thy bounties thus As stewards true receive 
And gladly, as Thou blessest us, To Thee our first fruits 
give!
