the woman, "You will not surely die. 5 "For God knows
that in the day you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and
you will be like God, knowing good and evil." ¢ So when
the woman saw that the tree was good for food, that it was
pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make one wise,
she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her husband
with her, and he ate.

The woman said, "The serpent deceived me, and 1
ate." " So the LORD God said to the serpent: "Because
you have done this, You are cursed more than all cattle,
And more than every beast of the field; On your belly you
shall go, And you shall eat dust All the days of your life.

Luke 9:37-43 ¥ Now it happened on the next day, when
they had come down from the mountain, that a great mul-
titude met Him. * Suddenly a man from the multitude
cried out, saying, "Teacher, I implore You, look on my son,
for he is my only child. * "And behold, a spirit seizes him,
and he suddenly cries out; it convulses him so that he
foams at the mouth, and it departs from him with great
difficulty, bruising him. * "So I implored Your disciples to
cast it out, but they could not." # Then Jesus answered
and said, "O faithless and perverse generation, how long
shall T be with you and bear with you? Bring your son

here." #

And as he was still coming, the demon threw him
down and convulsed him. Then Jesus rebuked the unclean
spirit, healed the child, and gave him back to his father.

er of the demons." ** Others, testing Him, sought from
Him a sign from heaven. 7 But He, knowing their
thoughts, said to them: "Every kingdom divided against
itself is brought to desolation, and a house divided against
a house falls. "I Sacan also is divided against himself,
how will his kingdom stand? Because you say I cast out
demons by Beelzebub.  "And if T cast out demons by Be-
elzebub, by whom do your sons cast them out? Therefore
they will be your judges. * "But if I cast out demons with
the finger of God, surely the kingdom of God has come
upon you. > "When a strong man, fully armed, guards his
own palace, his goods are in peace. ** "But when a stronger
than he comes upon him and overcomes him, he takes
from him all his armor in which he trusted, and divides
his spoils. » "He who is not with Me is against Me, and he

who does not gather with Me scatters.
